The Comet.
To tbe Editor of the Cincinnati Gazelle:

some tunc past tbe newspapers ul
a certain section oi our touniiy have
oeen filled with slanting accounts of "a
cerium comet uow visible in lhe East."
As 1 have received seveial letters rela-
ting to these extravagant stories, I will
lake this opportunity to say that there
is not any reasonable chance of a collis-
ion betweeu the earth and a co.ntt, and
s'lii lees prospect oi a collision with tbe
comet ill question.

Tins comet was discovered by Dr.
Winueuke, at Bonn, on tbe Sth of
.March, lboe, aud was then, over eleven
years ago, a very faiut nebulous mass of
tight. Alter three months bad passed
by Hie discoverer was able, from three
uo ervatious, to c mpute with some
ditticu ty the exact orbit which this
comet was pursuing, and thereby atfuoii-str- at

d the poss ble identity ol this, the
second comet of 1858, with the third ono
that appeared in 1819. The principal
results of his computations were: Time
of nearest approach to tbe sun, 1S5E.
May 3d; inclination of the orbit to the
ecliptic, eleven degrees; mean distance
from the sun, three and one-tent- h time
that of the earth; time of one revolution
about the sun, five and one-ha- lf year.
It resulted from these computations thru
even Jupiter, the largest of tbe planets,
exerted but a comparatively slight influ-
ence upon tbe path of the comet.

The present is the second return of this
comet si nee 1858. It was first seen agai n

by Dr. Wiunecke, on tbe 9th of April last,
when it waa too faint to admit of beirir
well observed. The European obast,vers
who saw the body during April and
May, record It as too faint and ill define
to admit of any very satisfactory deter-
mination of its positions. It wae bserv-e- l

with the retractor ot this obs vat orv
twice, but was still too diffuse to be even
visible, except to one accustomed to this
. lass of work ; but ti.e hope Was iodnlf

d iu that in the autumn after itu re- -

.ppeiu .ince i roru behind tbe sun it might
ie more accurately observable.

This hope has beeu first reaiiied by
another otieei vaiion by D. Wtnoecko,
dated August 4th. S o'clock A. M ,B!i,
t.iwi ver. the increase in- - the brilliancy

of the comet waa apparent ouly to tha
practiced eye. At present it is a barely
discernible "patch ol light as seen thro'
he largest telescopes and in the clearest

' 'nights.
It is suttieient to add that tbe comet

s now distant troui the earth six-ten- t l.s
if the distance of ilie sun, and h rapidly
oassing away. II was last observed at
this observatory at two o'clock this
mo ruing, when it was to faint to allow
of accurate measurement.
