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Since the defeat of the French at
Worth on the 6th inst., there seems to be

a lull in the general action of the com-

batants. The Prussians, however, have

not been idle, but making ready for

continuing the struggle. The concentra-

tion of these Armies has compeUed the
French to abandon Metz, and fall back

across the Moselle. To-d- ay a battle is

reported, on the banks of that river in
which the French claim to have defeat-

ed the Prussians with a heavy loss.

There is no doubt that in a late engage-

ment at Metz, the Prussians were victo-

rious. The French report Strasburg
reinforced by 30,000, more troops under
McMahon who was supposed to be cut
off. The utmost disorder is said to
reign in Paris, though the government
reports everything quiet. The Prus-

sians will continue to advance unless
defeated. A great battle is expected
daily.

The American Press is divided on the
war question. Republicans take sides
with the Prussians, and Democrats, or
many of thei,at least side with France.
This will doubtless drive many of the
Germans who have heretofore been
Democrats, into the Republican party.
So mote it be.

THE EUROPEAN WAR.
STRASBURG CERTAINLY INVESTED—NAPOLEON

AT THE BATTLE OF WORTH.

London, August 12. The investment
of Strasburg by German troops is con-
firmed.

PREPONDERANCE OF THE PRUSSIANS

It is said the Prussians largely out-
numbered the French in every engage-
ment.

London; August 13. Reports from
Carlsruhe this morning announce the
capitulation of Strasburg after a short
bombardment.

Sharp fighting took place in front of
Metz yesterday. A considerable force of
Prussians advanced into the environs
of the-cit- as a reconnoitering party to
discover whether the reports of the town
having been evacuated by the French
were true. They wera met by a sharp
fire from the batteries and forced to re-
tire.

Reinforcements for the French, both
in men and stores, are constantly and
rapidly. It would appear that the
Prussian advance has received a decided
check at this point, and a great battle
cannot be much longer delayed.
THE PRINCE IMPERIAL—WHERE IS HE?

Advices from Metz through private
channels seem to confirm the story of
the removal of the Prince Imperial from
France. He has not been seen there in
camp or at church since Sunday. It is
reported on excellent authority that the
Empress Eugenie has made preparations
to go to England via Belgium in case of
necessity.
FRENCH STILL RETREATING—PRUSSIANS

ADVANCING.
Advices from St. Avoid to Friday

night represent that the French army is
west of the Moselle, and still retreating.

The Prussian cavalry had reached
Pont a Moussau, about half way between
Metz and Nancy, on the railroad.

A part of the Prussian army has in-
vested Straasburg. The Prussians, as
they advance, capture vast stores, which
have been abandoned by the French.
STATEMENT OF THE FRENCH SITUATION.

New York, August 15. The following
dispatch received from Paris last night
by the Courier Dee Estate Unis of this
city, gives a clear view of the military
situation of France as seen by the peo-
ple of Paris at that time : News from
the army is now awaited anxiously as
the decisive moment draws near. The
information obtained by the War

shows that Prussia is concen-
trating a great army of invasion, con-
sisting of 750,000 men between Cologue
and Rastadt. It is certainly ascertained
that there are no longer more than
250,000 men in Alsace and Lorraine.

The leaders of the French army are
making preparations to resist this tide of
invaders. More than 400,000 men will
be brought together between the Vosges
and the Moselie within two days. The
bulk of the army remains concentrated
around Metz, where the first detach-
ments of the corps of McMahou and
that of De Failly arrived yesterday. The
retreat of these corps was effected in
good order.
INFORMATION WITHFIELD—THE ARMY

LOSSES.
Official information about the recent

losses is still withheld and Paris is ex-
asperated by the bad faith of the Gov-
ernment, which had promised to give
all the news. While MacMahon admits
a loss of 15,000 out of 18,000 men engaged,
Frossard'B losses at Saarbruck are wholly
unknown. Instead of intelligence of
war, the Government telegraphs from
Metz that "showers fell last night."

The second Prussian line, behind the
Rhine, is pushing toward the frontier,
and will probably be ready to throw
itself upon French territory long before
the immense levies called out by the
authorities at Paris can be put into
marching order. The capture at.Straas-bur- g

will leave the whole Prussian bor-
der of France entirely open, and indeed
even now King William can march in
wherever he pleases. The last barrier
against an invasion was broken down
when McMahon, driven out of Saverue.

At Magenta and Solferino, with
vastly better weapons, the casualties
were h; at Chattanooga, one
thirteenth; while at Koniggratz, where
the terrible needle-gu- n caused such con-
sternation, the losses were only one
twenty-thir- d.

Via Berlin, August 15. The Queen of

Sunday : A mob of six hundred strong,
headed by a band playing French airs,
attacked a Prussian vessel lying at
Kingston on Friday afternoon and threw
stones at her. They failed in trying to
board the vessel and left threatening to
return the next night and cut the
throats of the bloody Prussians. The
police now guard the vessel. Bands of
people parading the streets this after-
noon with a French fiag were stopped
by the police. A riot threatened.

FROM PRUSSIAN HEADQUARTERS.

A special correspondent writes from
Prussian headquarters on Monday, Sth :

The engagements of Saturday were both
far in our front. But few details have
been received besides the official sum-
mary already sent. All letters and
messages hence are delayed. What has
really happened, iu perfect accord with
what I have forahadowed more than
once of the designs of German authori-
ties, from officers of high position, was.
firstly, to prevent Germany from being
made the theatre of slaughter, and sec-
ondly, to attack the French army in
three places simultaneously. Now that
McMahon and Fro3sard have both suf-
fered severe defeat, a general engage-
ment is imminent. During the whole
of y the arrival of dispatches an-
nouncing that a great battle is in pro-
gress, or has ended, have been looked
for with feverish impatience. It is
evening, yet no tidings have come.
Though the engagements at Weissen-bur- g

anil Woerth are regarded as minor
combats, yet they are in reality of the
highest importance. The earliest offi-
cial dispatches underestimated the mag-
nitude and extent of the victory. In-
stead of a fe.v hundred prisoners having
been captured at Weissenburg, the
number amounts to nearly 2,000. Both
struggles were stubborn. The French
soldiers stood their ground well and
their rifles proved terribly destructive.
It was downright hard fighting which
enabled the Germans to claim the day.
Physically the average German soldiers
are heavier men than the French. It
was supposed that the introduction of
new weapons would alter the mode of
warfare and render the old style of hand
to hand combat obsolete. This engage-
ment proved otherwise. The Zouaves
did what they could to check the ad-
vance of the German regiments by
pouring in a volley of fire from a con-
cealed position. They had posted them-
selves in pits dug for the purpose, and
not until the advanciug regiments had
suffered from this concealed fire did the
German soldiers know their prowess
was to be contested. They saw no sign
of troops in their front. Such an ordeal
as this tested the stuff of which these
men are made and they bore themselves
with extraordinary valor.

During the day and night wounded
have been arriving nere. This afternoon
all the beds iu the hospitals are occu-
pied. These hospitals will contain
about one thousand men. The field
hospitals are also full and hundreds of
wounded men have been sent on to
Frankfort, where there is accommoda-
tion for five thousand. The slaughter
was so great that the arrangements
proved insufficient. Wounded men
have lain for twenty-fou- r hours on the
battle field before discovered. A private
dispatch from a military surgeon con-
firms this.

Dispatches from Worth, the place
where McMahon's army was beaten,
say that while the victory was complete
and the number of prisoners taken
amounts to 6,000, the loss on both sides
was enormous. These losses in killed
and wounded and prisoners can be

by the French. To replace
those who are killed, wounded or miss-
ing, is hardly possible, while the Ger-
mans can fill all blanks in the course of
hours. They have a superabundance of
armed soldiers ready to jc in regiments
at a moments notice. Should the Ger-
mans be defeated iu a general battle
they would be ready in the course of a
week to fight agaiu. The news of the
victories is accepted very quiet! v.

THE WAY HAGENAU WAS TAKEN.

guard of the southern army arrived near
Hagenau, two lieutenants with a hand-
ful of cavalry entered the town and rode
through the streets.
