rec'ly called the same. :

1. Sehool Teachers In the Etate of|
Ohio when not otherwise expressly con- |
trolled by the Board of Education, may
make an«d establish all such rules for the
government of his school and for the
government of the conduct of his pupils,
either in the school room, or on the play
ground as he may deem necessary for the
good order and happiness of the school
and his papils, limited only in the exer-
.ise of this point by the rule of law
which declares that such rules and reg-
ulations shall be reasonable.

2. He may enforce obedience to such
risles un the part of his pupils by the in-
fliction of reasonabje punishnient upon |
those who violate them.

3. Every violation of sueli rules af
fords & just cayse for the iufliction of
punishment.

4. Among the punishments which he
may rightfully inflict’ upon violation of
the rulesof the seliool is corporal chas.
tisement.

5. The only limit imposed by law upon
the exercise ol his power of corporal
chastisement, isthat it shall be exercised
in moderation.

6. Whenever the exercises of this
power and ri:ht exceed tbe limit of
moderation the punishment i said to be
exvessive.

7. Aoy corporsl punishment inflicted
by a tencher, either wantouly or mali-
ciously, upou a pupil who has nol vie
lated uny rule of erder or conduct is un-
tawful and may be called ezcessive.

8. Ezcessive punishmenis are &IWays
unjustifisble and criminal, Mocerale
punishment upon offenders are alweys
right und proper.

When an offense has been committed
snd corporal punishment is resorled 1o
it often beecomes & very difficull gues-
tion of fact for the jury to determine at
what precise poiut moderate and Jawiul
punishment ends, and excessive and un-
lawfu! punishments begin.

1 Will now give you some rules of law
to aid you in (he determinsation of this
guestion of fact:

1. Regard should be had to the #ge,
health, disposition, and general charac-
ter of the offender.

2. Regard should re had to the n -
ture and circumstances of the cflense
and the motives which actuated the of-
fender.

3. Regard should be had (o the objecis
and end of sll punishments, to-wit: The
reformation of the offender, and the ne-
cessity of example.

4. Regard »hould be had to the mode,
manner, and esverity of the punish-
ment.

Thus the instrumen’s used should be
a proper and reasonable one.

. The manuer shonld be such as to show
that discipline and not vengeance was
the ebject in view.

And in no case should the severity of
the punishment endanger the life, lizb,
or heaith of the offender.

5. And lasily,ihe molivesof the teach-
er should have du>» weight.

Thus, if the teacler be actuated by
malice or i1l will toward the pupil, or if
he seize the occasicn for the pu’ pose of
showing his power and autkorily over
the person of his pupil, a single touch
over and above the actual demerils ¢
the pupil would render the punishmen®
excessive and unlawful.

But on the other hand, if his motives
were strictly just, and his only object
Lbe good of the offender, and Lhe geod
order of his school, then he should be
su tained by all Boards of Direators, and
all Courts of jastice, unless the punish-
ment inflicled clearly exceeds Lhe limits
of mederatiou acoording to ithe rules
here laid down,
