According
to his statement buttles had tobefought
and won, treaties made, and bribes paid
to the Arabs befere ths explorers and
their relainers conld proeeed withany-
thing like safety. At Iasst, however,
the suburbs of Ujijl were reached, the
expedilion firing guns as itentered, and
bearing tiie American flag at its bead.
Among the atonished which came fo
question what the uproar meant, were
the servants of Livingstone. These
{ ran ahead in haste to inform him ‘that
an Englishman waa coming.

Advancing into the town he saw, in
the eenter of a knot of Arabs. and pre-
senting a striking contrast to their sun-
burnt faces, a pale-logking and gray-,
bearded white man, in anavy cap, with
a faded gold bdnd sbout it; sad red
waoolen jacket.

This plan not soeceed-
ing, they sat about poisoning the minds
of the simple natives toward the doctor
by circulating mischievons and ' false

intentions. A8 this might possibly be-
come dangerous, the doctor resolved to
discharge the Sepoysand accordingly
sent them back to the sea-coast, with-a

rufficidney of eloth t6 purchase food on

their return. s
THE STORY OF LININGSTONE'S MURD:
#The traveler engaged this man tose-
company him, but when he fairly turn-
od his face wastward, he, with othefs of
the party, deserted him, afterward fa-
bricgting an acconnt of his murder and
to obtain their wages. His party was
now very much reduced, and he was
obliged to seek aid from the natives.—
He engaged them as carriers, and as
they had never been tampered with or
Hetrayed by the slave traders he man-
aged exeeedingly well.

-Radisa, Bohemba, Banlungu, Barungu,
bedides:the eountey of Londa;  where
fives the famouns King Cazembe.

A WHLCOME WELCOME, :

By him he was cordially received.—
‘During his stay here, from the begin-
ning oj 1857 to the middle of March,
1860, ho saya he was mostly engaged in
corrocting the errors of Portuguese
travelers. During the series of journeys
made from here he discovered that the
Ohambezi is none other than the head-
waters of the Nile itself, thus giving
the wonderful river a length of over
2,000 miles of direct latitude.

BACK TO UJIIJL.

After thin diseovary hereturned to
Ujiji, whenee he dated those; latters to
the London Geographical Society,under
whoss nuspices heg travely, which;
