From the days when the guestions between
North #hd South were to be definite-
Iy settled by the war and Constitutional
amendments, most patriotic citizens bave in-
dulged in the belief that sectionalism had dis-
uppeared from American polities. The pecu-
liar institution of the Sonth, which had been
for more than a genersation the great stumbling
block in the way of that hearty union which
alone could give stability to the Republic, had
disappeared. Slavery was abolished effectual.
ly and forever, not only by the military neces-
sity which made it impossible that it should
survive if the Union cause wes maintained,
but also by irrepealable amendments of our
fundamental law, ratified by the requisite
majority of States. The subsequent measures
of reconstruction at the South, in spite of oc-
casiopal temporary mistakes, came at lust to
establish every State government on the sub-
stantial basis of universal amoesty and uni.
versal suffrage.

Up to the time of the present Presidential
campaign, there was little or no evidence of
the rampant sectionaliem which now, under
the lead of the Democratic party, unites the
8ulid South in a tremendous struggle for the
possession of the Federal Government. The
Northand the South had to all appeasrance
sincerely “shaken hands scross the bloody
chasm:” the Democratic party with its South-
ern allies had accepted as its standard-bearer
in 1872 the Liberal Republican leader, whose
fife had been devoted to warfare upon the
sectionalism which subordinated the United
States to the slave institations of the South;
it was believed, we may say almost universal-
ly, not only that the question of slavery had
disappeared forever from our politics, but that
sectional jissues had disappeared with it.
North and South, it was supposed, could fra
ternize upon the thoroughly established prin-
ciple of the equal rights of all men.

But of late there have been coming more
and more to the front the old, and what were
supposed to have been the exploded prejudices
and fallacies of the Democratic party and the
Solid Bouth in days gone by. Again the doe-
trine of State Sovereignty has been proclaimed
against the dcetrine of Nationality. The right
of a State to refuse to be bound by the polit-
jcal system solemnly and constitutionally es-
tablished, has been again definitely asserted.
The power of a State or of its citizens to grant
or to deny equal suffrage at their pleasure,
notwithstanding the absolute guarantee of it
in the Constitution of our whole country, has
been assumed and acted upon. Hitherto, in
large regions of the South the freedom of elec-
tion has been worse than a farce; colored
voters have been absolutely unable to exercise
that freedom of franchise which was their
right, guaranteed by the Constitution of the
United States. They have been kept from the
polis by thousands, and the policy of the shot-
gun and the derringer has restricted suffrage
to those mainly who would votethe Demo-
cratic ticket. The right of free suffrage, held
out ostentatiously to the colored voter with
one hand, has been effectually taken away
with the other.

Not only has this policy, which revives all
the sectionalism of the past and erects s des-
potism in the South in place of & Republic,
been revived, but the Democratic party in the
North hss made itself the su! servient tool and
champion of the Solid South. Gaining cun-
trol of one of the legislutive brauches of the
Government, its first act was to appoint forty-
seven of the Confederate officers and soldiers
to places vacated by the removal of men who
had fought in the Union army. Iis next act
was to organize the controlling commitiees of
the House of Representatives by giving almost
two.thirds of the Chairmanships to Bouthern
men and one-third only to Northern members,
whereas the proportion of the Bouthern Siates
to the Northern in population, wealth and po-
litical representation was nearly in the reverse
ratio of one-third to two-thirds, This subser—
viency to the South exhibited in this extraor-
dipary manner in the appointment of the
House committees hss been still further ex-
emplified since in the action of some of those
committees themselves.

The Democratic Committee on War Claims
has promulgated in a formal report a doctrine
which, if carried out in the action of Congress,

5 | would leave abeolutely no limit to the taking

of money out of the Treasury to pay the
claims of the men lately in rebellion. That
doctrine, which falluciously pretends to be
based upon s recent decision of the Supreme
Court, is that in the taking of private proper-
ty in the rebel States during the whole course
of the war the United Siates Government put
jtself in the position of a trustee for the own-
ers. It follows, says the Democratic Com-
mittee on War Claims, that the Government
and the people are bound to pay the owners of
the property which it took ns trustee; its full
value at the time it wes taken. This most
unprecedented ground is repudiated not only
by the unanimous usage and decision of other
Governments in time of war, and by the prin-
ciples of public law, but also, and still more
emphatically, by the principles of true patri-
otism and the public interest. If the people
of the whole country are to pay these South-
ern rebels for what they lost by going into the
rebellion, or for what the Government took
from them while in rebellion, all distinction
between loyal patriotism and disloyal treason
is wiped out at once and forever. The princi-
ple that the man who was an enemy to his
country, and who lost, snd was compelled to
pay some share of the cdst of putting down
the rebellion, is row to be reimbursed by the
whole body of the people, the same asif he
had been a steadfast adherent to the Union
during the war, is monstrous snd inadmissible.
But this Democratic Committee on War
Claims has gone even farther in its declaration
that no matter how thoroughly a rebel a
Southern citizen may have been during the
war, the acts and proclamations of amnesty
since that period restore him to all his rights
of property during that period the same as if
he had always remained loyal. This doctrine
destroys at one blow the distinction on which
all our existing laws regarding Southern

A very
large and infiuential section of the Democratic
party hold that these ameadments are invalid
ab initio, because not ratified by what they
hold to have been the requisite constitutional
majority of States. If these dangerous doc-
trines should prevajl, unsettling questions sup-
posed by the people of the country to have
been permanently settled on principles of jus-
tice and fairness, all the political battles of
the last ten years may have to be fought over
again. There is no doubt which side would
triumph in the contest. The side of therights

every soul that lives beneath the banner of
the Republic, would again be sure of victory.
But the costliness of such s struggle; the
throwing of the whole country into agitation
and strife; the postponing for years of the
commercial and material welfare of the people
by an embitiered political stroggle—would all
bhe chargeable to the Democratic victory of
1870. That party of retrogression, as desti-
tute of living principles a3 “the United South”
is of actual grievances, would unquestionably
renew its disgraceful career of subeerviency to
tbe South in all the legislation of the country,
adding 1o it » degree of public profligacy and
s carnival of jobs such as the country has
never yel seen.—{ Cin.

The Recent Eleetions.

The results in Ohio and Indiana, when ful-
iy weighed, willbe found execedingly dam-
aging to the Demociatic party. The mere
dissppointment of faflare in Ohio, and of suc-
cess by a very slender majority if at all in In-
diana, wil! count for much. The most des-
perate efforts had been made. All the argu-
ments and all the campaign tricks which the
party had at command were employed, with
marvelous organization, abundance of money,
und great ekill in fraud. Yet the majority in
Ohio is certainly Jarger than it was Jast year,
and in Indiana the Democrats have nol held
their advantage. In both Siates they have
lost on _Congressmen. The electoral vote of
Olio, and of every other Western State, with
the possible exception of Indisns, will go
to Gov. Hayes, But this is not all. There
are other considerations which will powerful-
ly affect public opinion in New York, Con-
necticut, and New-Jersey, where the battle is
now to be fought.

L Nothing but the extreme repudiating
wing of the party has prevailed, if there has
been a Democratic success in Indiana. That
State, immeasurably worse than any other in
respeét to the currency question and the pub-
lie credit, has been carried, if at all, only by
& demagogue whose sympathy with the worst
Democratic element made him strong in that
State, as it would have made him weak in
those which are now 1o decide the contest.
The worst and most dangerous end of the
party guins the upper hand. Precisely be-
cause the party csn win, in such a State a3
Indisna, and with such a candidate as Wil-
liams, it will be the weaker in New York.

1L In & few cities in Ohio great gains were
made by the Democrats through the temper-
ance guestion, and the stories widely eircu-
lated at & very late hour respecting the atli-
tude of Gov. Hayes toward foreign-born
voters. 1n New York, New Jersey, and Con-
necticut the temperance issue cannot be raised,
and there will be ample time to make the po-
gition of Gev. Hayes thoroughly known. The
remarkable gains which the Republicans made
in the rural districts of Ohio, even in compar-
ison with the enormous vote of last year, indi-
cate that similar geins may be expected in
Eastern States. An equally strong Republi-
can vote in either of the close Eastern States,
with similar gains over the heaviest vole ever
polled by that party, would insure Republican
victory in all.

I1I. At the West, the voters of German na_
tivity have usually voted with the Republiz
cans, and those who were influenced to vole
against Gov. Hayes counted as a Joss to that
party and asa gain to the Democrats. It is
not probable that the same weuk stories can
be used with effect 2 month hence, but even
if they should be, the German vole in the
‘Eastern States has been mainly Democratic.
IV. It is not at all certain that the electoral
vote of Indiana can be secured for Mr. Tilden.
Mr. Hendricks carried that State in 1872 by
1,300 majority, but 26,000 Democrats refused
to vote for Mr. Greeley in November, and
Grant's majority was over 21,000, It is quite
possible that the extreme inflationists, who
were enthusiastic for Williams, may be less
hearty in support of the electoral ticket. M.
Hendricks himself, because of his trimming,
hss not been popular with this class of fanat.
ics. They have been educaled to hate Mr.
Tilden and the New York Democracy, and it
would not be surprising if one in a hundred of
them should refuse to vote in November next
as one in eight of the Indians Democrats dfd
refuse to vote in 1872. But a Joss of less than
one per cent. of their total vote would appar-
ently insure & Republican victory.

V. Finally, the most disheartening fact lo
the Democrats is now conclusively establish-
ed, namely, that the bard times, the demand
for a change, and the ery of reform, produce
no effect whatever. The Republicans hold
every State at the North which they carried
prior to the election in 1872; they show &
much more united and solid array; they poll &
larger vote, and manifest greater eoufidence
sod determination. But the Democrats have
relied with absolute confidence upon the cry
of reform, the hard times, and the desive for &
