can free list enables the import of engines,
msohinery und agricultural implements, and
in those articles the Americans can compete
suceessfully by establishing warehouses for
the sale of kindred articles and for the display
of the producta of their manufactories. In
this way the sales can be gradually increased
until & permanent matket is created.

Prof Snmner on Nations] Banks.
It is evident that resumption would at once
do away with the chief objections to the bank-
notes: It would bring the bunks under the
control of natural laws. It woald by no means
constitute a retura to the old state bunk sys
tem, as some seem to dread. The free bank-
ing sct might, very probably, bécome mis
chievous, for bank issues might be simply ex-
panded to supply the place of greenbacks
withdrawn. It certsinly is not worth while
for the publie to buy back a value currency
for the sake of giving it awsy to banks again.
At fast as the greenbacks are redeemed with
specie, specie ougbt to take their place in cir-
culstion. Some persons pretend o say that
uo one wantsspecie- 1tis difficult to see what
right they have to spesk for any one but
themselves. A generation which has grown
up to know only irredeemable paper, will not,
probably, know the advantages of specie cur-
rency in elsstioty, in uniformty, in retail
business, in expenditures tor consumption, in
all the transactions of the man of emall in-
come, If they donot know this sdvantage,
they may foolishly give it away. Business
men and bankers educated in Lhe same system,
may not appreciate at once the grest necessity
which arises from time to time for a mass of
specie in the circnlation, which can be easily
drawn to the hanks to support bank'notes, or
she evils which may arise if no specie i8 pre-
gent in the circulstion. Nevertheless. it is
trus, and experience of convertible currency
will soon show it, that a good currency must
consist of both notes and specie. As to the
proportion in which they should exist, that
depends on convenience entirely. Bometimes
one prefers notes and sometimes specie, The
bank -note become mischievous the moment it
displaces & eoin which the holder might have
and would prefer to have. Itis useful aod
and beneficial only so long as, under complete
liberty of choice, it supplies a substitute which
the holder's convenience prompts him to pre-
fer. Inthe course of time, therefore, after
resumption shall have been accomplised, it
will be neocssary to modify and improve the
bank note system untill it answers the purpose
of facilitating exchanges with absolute neu-
trality between the parties. For the present,
the national bank notes offer the ooly paper
issue upon which we can pass over to specie
payments, il we are lo resume st all.—{Serib-
ner for December.

The Tressury Departmeust investi-
gation of the sugar refiniog business,
now proceeding in New York, has
developed the tact that for years there
has been going on a system of adultera-
tivn the effect of which has been to
muterially lessen the general revenue,

lust tlsenl year were $14,765,279,99; the
vipenses were $7,769,301,36, leaving
the pet earniongs $5,995 978, 63.

He got a
Matihew Bible dated M.D.XXXVII,
und by careful manlpulation he ermsel
the X VIL., thos leaving the dste 1520
instead of 1537—15 years earlier lhan
the oldest Eoglish Bible extant, thet
of Coverdale. Not eontent with this
daring iwposition, he In & shoiluc
manner rubbed out the word “ser-
vaunte” in Romans i: 1, end sabstitur-
ed “kneave,”” made op of letters cut
from other parts of the volumwe, so that
the verse read, ““Paul, a knenwe of
Jesas Christ,” iostead of “Paocl, =«
servannte of Jesus Christ.”! The bock
thus matilated was taken o the Duk.,
who gave him seventeen guiness lor |,

This pernicious
practice of adulteration was introduced
sbout slx years sgo, and one of the
most deleterions substunces employed
is the murlate of tin, an Irritant polson,
which destroys the coating of the
sto:aach and nerules fatal diseases
of kidneys, Experts stute that the
effectof its use in refining sugaris to
improve the color and to cheapen the
cost of whitening from one-fourth to
one hall cent a pound, according to the
quality of the raw material.

The theory of the refiners Is that the
chemicals which fuil to neotralize
enter into the sugar in such minate
quantities that they cannotdo any
harm. The analyses, however, show
an entirely different resuolt, and
chemists and physicians declare that
the polsonous compournds in these
sugars will destroy the coating
of the stomach, ns they are
kEnown to be powerful enough to eat
the copper of the vac.um pans.

Corn glucose Is extensively used as
an adulterant, and aside from the fact
that its presence in sugar eliminates

from the latter its nutritive properties| ;iq

in exaet proportion to the quantity
psed, it Is excessively hurtfui to the
kidoeys, and its use is highly repre-
hensible.

The New York Tribupe states tnat
recent unalyses have shown that in
addition to glucose, muriatic acid and
lin, copper has been found in the
samples examined. The presence of
copper is aecounted for on the supposi-
tion that the scid was applied o such
strength that it had corroded the co
per vescels used in manufacture. The
quantity of copper in one instance was
80 large that it had overcome the tin,
which it had bronzed.
