SCENES AND INCIDENTS OF THE FOUR DAYS'

REPUBLICAN NATIONAL CONVENTION.

BLAINE NOMINATED ON THE FOURTH BALLOT,

AND LOGAN BY ACCLAMATION.

AN EXCELLENT PLATFORM ADOPTED, EVERY

PLANK OF WHICH IS STRONG.

SECOND DAY.

Chicaoo. June 4. It was something
fter 11 o'clock when the convention was

called to order.
Prayer was offered by Rev. John H.

Barnes of the First FresbyleriaD cburcb
io the course of which he spoke of the
vast moral and political changes which
the nation has undergone as indicated
by ths presence of him who now so
worthily presided ever the convention.
and be asked a blessihg on the race and
the Common wealth and tbe cause which
that gentleman represented. He prayed
that wben the convention dissolved it
would bave presented to tbe suffrage of
the nation for the highest office in the
people's gift, acaudidate who in personal
character and in devotion to duly, in
loyalty to American institutions, in
courage ana experience ana wisaoin
should worthily succeed to the cli ir of
Washington, and thus help the nation t
become not only more prosperous and
just and peaceful, but also to be an in
spiration and a blessing to the struggling
peoples of mankind.

James A. Gray, of Maryland, presented
a memorial and asked that it be read. It
was from the President and Secretary
of the State Teu'perance Alliance of that
State, embodying tbe resolutions passed
by that body May 6tli, appealing to the
conventions of the Republican and Dem
ocratic parties to embody a clause dis
iinctly recognizing prohibition, and to
nominate candidates in accord therewith,
and saying that if neither recognized
this principle the memorialists would
vote for neither, and that if one of them
did so then tbe ballots of the Alliance
would be cast for the candidates of that
party.

A GRIST OF RESOLUTIONS.

Mr. Ewing offered the following:
Resolved, That hereafter, in the selec-

tion of district conventions, tbe basis of
representation of the several counties,
parts of counties and wards be the same
as that which at that time prevails in
each district respectively for the nomin-
ation of Republican candidates for mem-
bers of congress, and wherever a ma-

jority of tbe counties or s,

containing not less than one-ha- lf the
population of the district, shall regu-
larly write in the call and conduct of
tbe convention tbe action thereof shall
be valid. Referred..'

Mr. Plumb, of Kansas, offered a reso-

lution
of

against the ownership of lands in
this country by foreigners, as a system
opposed to the doctrines of the fathers.
Referred.

Mr. Hawkins, of Tennessee, offered a
resolution pledging all the delegates to
support tbe nominee of the convention
whoever be may be. This resolution
caused considerable debate, which is
given below:

Mr. Hawkins, of Tennessee I send a
resolution to the Secretary's desk which
I ask to be read, and I move that the
rules be suspended and the resolution
passed. It is a resolution pledging tbe
support of this convention to its nomi-

nee, whoever be may be.
Tbe Chair The Secretary will read

the resolution.
Resolved, As the sense of this conven

tion, that every member of it is bound
in honor to support its nominee, whoever
that nominee may. and that no man
should hold s seat here who is not ready
to so agree.

Mr. Hawkins I ask a vote by States
upon that.

The Chair The gentleman from Ten
nessee moves that tbe rules be suspend-
ed and that the resolution pass.

A PROTEST FROM MASSACHUSETTS.

Mr. Pierce, of Massachusetts I trust
that that resolution will not pass. I
came here with the purpose that I be
lieve every mau bad done expecting in
good faith to support its nominee, and
believing that this convention would not
nominate any man who would not com

mand the universal support of the mem-

bers of this convention (tremendous
applause),and of tbe people ef the United
States. This matter has bad in the past
a bad record. Brought here when Lin-

coln was nominated, and brought by the
gentleman from New York, tbe late Mr.
Cockling, and I insist that this conven-
tion will not bind itself to any sueh a
resolution.

Mr. Winkler, of Wisconsin I take it
that oar presence here is an assertion in
itself, oo the part of every one of as.
that we purpose to support the nominee
of this convention. (Applause.) It needs
no resolution In order to enforce that
assertion, and it is for that reason that
I am opposed to tbe adoption of the res
olution on the subject.

MR. HAWKINS DEFENDS HIS MOTION.

Mr. Hawkins, of Tennessee In offer-

ing that resolution I did it in good faith,
and I trust there is not a delegate to m

found here that is not ready and willing
te subscribe to tbe resolution, and if
there be a delegate who is not willing
to support the nominee of this conven-

tion, he surely ought not to be allowed
in this convention. I don't care where
be comes from, and I know of no barm
that can come to a man who is here for
the purpose of participating in making
this somination. I know of no harm
that can coma of endorsing that resolu-
tion, and saying he is willing to stand by
the nominee of the convention. 1 ask
that it be passed. I have heard whU
pers in the air as te tbe course of some
gentlemen. I don't believe they are
true, and for tbe purpose of showing the
world that the Republican party stands

here to-da- y a unit, and determined to
support the nominee of this convention,
I introduced that resolution, and I now
move its adoption.
A GALLANT KNIGHT FROM CALIFORNIA.

Mr. Knight, of California Mr. Chair-
man, I hope that that resolution will
pass. (Applause.) No honest Republi-
can, no man having tbe good of the great
Republican party at heart should dare to
stand on the floor of this convention and
rote down that resolution. (Cheeis.)
There are already whisperings in tbe
air from men high in the Republican
party, or that once stood high in tbe Re-

publican party, declaring tbat tbey will
not support one man if be be nominated
by this convention, a convention of the
most intelligent men of tbis nation.
That kind of wen we want to know, and
tbe sooner they are out of the Republic
can party the better it will be for the
party. (Cheers.) Gentlemen of tbe con
vention, no more enthusiastic people are
under the shadow of the American nag
than those in the section I come from.
No more enthusiastic people for their
candidate can be found la this conven
tion, but if be should not be the choice I
believe we would be false to everv prin
ciple of the Republican party, we would
be false to the constituency we repre
sent, we would be false to ourselves if

e did not abide by tbe nominee of tbe
party of intelligence, (tremendous ap
plause.) Tell me what reason can be
urged that these gnutlemen of this con
ventiou. selected alone for their intelli
gence, their patriotism, and their zeal in
behalf of the Republican party, that this
convention should not support its norai
nees. Therefore, gentlemen of the con
vention. we hope, yes we insist, from the
section of country that we come from,
that this be voted for, and that, whoever
he may be, our candidate will bave the
hearty support and tbe votes of this
convention, anffall those, be tbey editors
of newspapers or conducting great polit
ical journals, who refuse to support the
nomination, let them be branded (tre
mendous applanse and cheers.) tbat they
nut onlv came here and violated the im
plicit faith tbat was put in them, but
the direct and honest convictions ef this
convention expressed by a direct vote
upou the subject.

When Mr. Knight took his seat about
seventy-fiv- e delegates arose in different
parts of tbe hall and insisted on being
recognized by the Chair. The Chair re-

fused to recognize any of them and re
peatedly requested them to be seated.
Reluctantly tbey took their seats, and
after the confusion had subsided the
Chair said: The Chair recognizes the
gentleman from New York, George W

A VOICE FROM THE EMPIRE STATE.

Curtis climbed upon his chair and be
gan to speak, lie said : "Mr. Chair
man" (At tbis point loud calls came up
trout all part of tbe bouse of "Platform,
Platform.") Curtis shook bis head, and
retaining his position on bis chair said.
Gentlemen of the convention, a Repub

lican and a freeman, I come into this
con vention by ,t be grace of God, a Re
publican and a freeman. Will I go out

this convention? (Cheers.) Twenty- -

four years ago I took my place with tbe
men of this country who uoininated the
man who bears the most illustrious

ame in the Republican party, and the
brightest ray in whose balo of glory is
that be was the Great Emancipator.
(Ciieers and cries of "good.'')

A REMINISCENCE OF 1860.
In that convention, sir, a resolution

was offered in amendment of the plat
form certain werds from tbe Declara-

tion of Independence, that were voted
down in that convention, and Joshua R.
Giddings, of Ohio, rose from his seat
and was passing out of the convention.
As he want to pass by my chair, I reach-
ed out my hand, well nigh a boy, and un
known to him, I said, 'Sir, where are
you going? lie said to me, 'xoung
man, 1 am goiug out of this convention,
tor I fiud there is no place in a Republi
can convention lor an original anti-slave-

man like me.' Well, gentlemen,
alter tbis be slopped, and again took bis
seat, and before the convention conclud-
ed the Republican party declared tbat
no word, no deed, no sign should ever be
made in a Republican convention tbat

the slightest degree reflected npon the
honor or the loyalty of the men who
took part, in tbat convention, or upon
their adhesion te liberty. (Loud ap
plause.)

ANOTHER REMINISCENCE.

"The gentleman who was last npon
the door dared any one upon tbis floor to
vote against that resolution. I say to
him in reply tbat tbe presentation of
such a resolution in such a convention
as tbis is a stigma and insult upon every
man who stands here, i bis question is
not a new question. Precise!) the same
motion was brought up at the last con-

vection, and a man from West Virginia
Hon. A. W. Campbell, I hotior that

name that man said in the face of the
roaring galleries, and in tbe face of all
this success, this man from West Vir-
ginia said, 'I am a Republican, who car-

ries bis sovereignty under bis own bat.
(Loud applause.) No, Mr. Chairman,
Campbell's position in that convention
met tbe wise reflection, tbe afterthought
of the Republican convention of 1080,
under tbe lead of that great aud immor-
tal leader whose face frouted us there,
James A. Gaideld, of Ohio. (Applause.)
Under tbe lend uf Garfield, I remind my
from California that the convention,
taking its action induced tbe gentleman
who presented the resolution to with-
draw that resolution from the consider-
ation of the convention. In the light of
the character of the Republican party,
in the light of the action of the last Re-

publican convention, tbe first conven-
tion if which I have kuown in which
sueh a pledge was required of its mem
bera, 1 ask this convention to be mindful
of all that hangs upon tbe wisdom the
moderation, tbe loleranbe and the patri-
otism of our action, i beg this conven
tion to remember Lincoln, to remember
Garfield, to remember tbe vital principle
oi the Republican party and assume
that every man here who is an honor
able man will vote against the resolu
tion which should never bave appeared
in a Republican convention as unworthy
to be ratified by this concourse of free'

men that I see before me." (Ajiplause.)
Senator Dolpli, of Oregon -- I move to

lay the resolution upon the table,
think it is ill timed and injudicious."

Hawkins, of Tenn. As the resolution
has developed So much opposition, and
iu memory of General Gaitield, 1 with
draw it. (Slight applause.)

A delegate from California presented
a resolution to the effect that the Com
missioner of Agriculture be made
Cabinet officer. Referred to the Commit
tee un Resolutions.

A woman suffrage resolution was
submitted and referred to tbe Committee
on Resolutions.

Permanent Organization.
Gen. George B. Williams, of Indiana,

Chairman of the Committee on l'ernia
uent Organization, reported that the com
mittee bad selected Gen. John B. Hender
son, of Missouri, for Permanent Chair
man, and would request the Secretrry to
read the list of Vice Presidents and Sec
retaries. Charles W. Clisbee.of Michigan,
was selected as principal Secretary. The
report was agreed to.

Chair appointed Hon. Galusha A. Grow,
of Pennsylvania; Hon. George G. Hoar.of
Massachusetts, and Hon. George B. Wil
Hams, of Indiana, a commit tee to conduct
the Permanent Chairman to the platform
Gen. Henderson was received with cheers,
and spoke as follows:

Gentlemen ofthe Convention:
We have assembled to to s.mey the past
history ol the party, to as well we
may, because of th good it has done, to
correct its errors, if errors thev be. to
discover if possible the wants of the
present ana with patriotic liriuness pro
vide for the future. Our past history is
the L nion presevved, slavery abolished
and its f riuer victims equally and hon
orably by our side in this convention, the
public faith maintained, unlxninded cred
it at home and abroad, a currency con-
vertible into coin, and the pulses of in
dustry throbbing with renewed health
and vigor in every section of a prosper
ous and peaceful country. These are the
fruits of the triumphs over adverse poli
cies gained in the military and civil con
flicts of the last 2-- vears. Out of these
conflicts has come a race of heroes and
statesmen challenging confidence and
love at borne and respect and admiration
abroad.

PLENTY OF PRESIDENTIAL MATERIAL.

And now when we come to select a
standard bearer for the approaching con
flict, our chief embarrassment is not in
the want but in the abundance of Presi
dential material. New York has her
true and tried statesman, upon whose ad
ministration the tierce and unfriendly
light of public scrutiny has been turned,
and the universal verdict is, "Well done,
thou good and faithful servant." Ver
mont has her great statesman, whose
mind is as clear as the springs of his na-
tive State, and whose virtue is as linn as
its granite hills. Ohio can come with a
name whose history is the history of the
Republican party. Illinois can couie
with one who never failed in the dis
charge of public duty, whether in council
chamber or on the field of battle. Maine
has her honored favorite, whose splendid
abilities and personal qualities have en
deared him to the heaits of bis friends
and the brilliancy of whose genius chal-
lenges the admiration of all. Connecti-
cut and Indiana may come with names
scarcely less illustrious than these. And
now, in conclusion; if, because of person-
al disagreements or the emergencies of
the occasion another man is sought, there
yet remaius that grand old hero of Kene-sa-

Mountain and Atlanta. When pa-

triotism calls, he cannot, if he would, be
silent, but grasping that banner to him
so dear whieh he has already borne in
trimph, he will march to a civic victory
no less renowned than those of war. I
thank you, gentlemen, for this distin
guished mark of your confidence.

TUMULTUOUS ENTHUSIASM.

The allnsions to Arthur, Sherman, Ed
rounds and Logan were heartily applaud
ed, but when Blaine was alluded to as a
man of splendid abilities and personal
qualities that endeared him to the hearts
of his friends, and whose brilliancy of
genius challenged the admiration ot
mankind, a storm of applause broke out
on the stage, the floor and the galleries.
Men stood up and, waving their hats and
handkerchiefs, cheered again and again.
The women also took part in the demon
stration, and waved their fans and hand-
kerchiefs. A fter the first storm of ap
plause had worn itself out it was again
renewed, aud once again the enthusiasm
was as marked and intense as that which
characterized the convention of 1880 at
the tune of Garfield's nomination. It
was fully live minutes before the chair
man was able to resume and finish his
speech.

THE CONVENTION TAKES A RECESS.

Mr. Ewing, of Pennsylvania, made a
partial report from the committee on cre-

dentials, to the effect that they hoped to
be able to complete tbe labors of that
committee this afternoon.

The Convention adjourned at 12:20 p.

m. until 7 o clock.
NIGHT SESSION.

Chairman Henderson called the Con
vention to order at 7:35 p. m.

The entire session was taken up in the
discussion of a resolution to issue 500

tickets of admission to the hall of the
Convention, to be distributed to the
chairman of the respective State delega.
tions to be issued to veteran soldiers, who
desire to witness the proceedings of the
Convention. Before putting the ques
tion on the adoption of the resolution, the
chair said:

"I desire to state that I have just been
informed by a member of the National
Convention that tickets had been issued
for every seat in this hall."

The resolution was lost. .
Mr. Lodge, of Massachusetts I move

that the Convention do now adjourn un-
til 11 o'clock morning.

THE CONVENTION ADJOURNS.
The Chair "It is moved and seconded

that that the Convention now adjourn
until morning at 11 o'clock."

Mr. Muesy, of Maine "I wish to
amend that by making it 10 o'clock. 1

understand that at that time the commit-
tee on Credentials will be ready to report.
it roust necessarily be a lengthy session.
There will be also a report from the com
mittee on rules. It is necessarv to t.n.na.
act this business more expeditiously in
order to get at the close of this Conven
tion.

The Chair "I wish to state for the in-
formation of the gentlemen of the Con-
vention that the following telegram has

just been received by Senator Dolph
irom Oregon:

"I have to report that there is no longer
any doubt that the Republicans have car
ried a majority of tbe Legislature of this
Mate, wmch will secure a gain of a Sena
tor to the United States Senate. Tre
inendous applause. They have also
elected a Republican representative in
Congress, and Oregon is safe for the nom
inee of this Convention for President.

The Convention the adjourned till to
morrow at 10 a. in.

THIRD DAY.

Chicago, June 5th The Convention
was called to order at 10:54 and was
opened with prayer by Bishop Fallows,
of the Reformed Episcopal chureb.

Henry Ballard, of Vt, chairman of
the committees on credentials, reported
tbat thecessions of tbe committee bad
been almost continuous, leaving the
members no time to rest. He took pleas
ure iu saying tbat their proceedings had
been entirely harmonious and without
reference to personal preferences. Tbe
result was a unanimous report, which
announcement was received with ap
plause. v

The report of the camm it tee on ere
dentials was then read by Mr. Fort, of
New Jersey. It was te the effect tba
the sitting members in all contested
cases are entitled to their seats, except
in the case of the 18th district of New
York aud the 5th district of Kentucky,
where botb delegates and contestants
are admitted to cast half a vote each. In
the Virginia contest the committee
found unanimously that the delegates
headed by Senator Mahone was entitled
to the seats.

The report was adopted without dis

THE RULES ADOPTED.

Mr. Parks, of California, from the
committee on rules, reported tbat the
committee bad adopted substantially
the rules of the last convention, except
that it recommend tbe adoption of
Cushing's Manual as tbe parliamentary
law of tbe body instead of the rules of
tbe House of Reprtsentatives, except
that the previous question is to be ia
force as in the House.

Mr. Grow, of Peon., from the minori
ty of the committee offered a ubstitule
for the tenth rule, which prescribes the
mode of electing delegates to the next
National Republican Convention. He
proposed tbat delegates shall be elected
n the same manner as members of Con

gress.
Mr. Parks accepted- - the proposed

amendment, Mr. Grow having explained
that the delegates at large are to be
iected by tbe State conventions, and

tbat the manner of electing delegates
from tbe District of Columbia should be
prescribed by tbe National Republican
Committee.

AN ADDITIONAL RULE.
Mr. Parke offered an addition to the

rule as to tbe order of business.
Mr. Bayne, of Pnn,uioved an amend

ment to it so as to make tbe order of
business as follows:

First Report of the Committee on
Platform and Resolutions.

Second Tbe call of tbe roll of the
States.

Third Presentation of candidates for
President.

Fourth Balloting.
Fifth- - Presentation of candidates for

Vice President.
Sixth Balloting.
The amendment was agreed to and the

additional rule adopted.
Mr. Roosevelt, of New York, inquired

what had become of the proposition in
regard to representation in future Na
tional Conventions.

Mr. Parks, of California, ehairman of
the committee on Rules, said tbat that
subject had been withheld until a mi
nority report could be prepared.

THE RULES DISPOSED OF.

Mr. Thurston, of Nebraska, moved to
mend tbe seventh rnle, which provides

for nominations by a majority of the
votes cast, by requiring a majority of
all the delegates. Mr. Sanders, of Mon

tana, offered an amendment tbat no per-

son shall be eligible as a member of the
National Committee who is not eligible
as a member of the Electoral College.

Mr. Hoar, of Mass., made an explana-
tion as to the effect of tbe civil service
law passed by Congress a year ago, and
said that it was not ths purpose of that
law to prohibit any Federal officer from
exercising all the rights of an American
citizen. Tho amendment offered by Mr.
Sanders was adopted.

The amendment offered by Mr. Thurs-
ton, of Nebraska, was adopted for some
verbal modifications.

Tbis disposed of the question of tbe
rules, except as to the representation in
future conventions (that subject being
withheld.)
APPORTIONMENT FOR FUTURE CONVENTIONS.

Mr. Parks, of California, then made a
report as to tbe apportionment of dele-

gates for future conventions. It directs
that each State shall be entitled to four
delegates at large, with two additional
delegates for each member of Congress
at large, if any ; tbat each Territory and
tbe District of Columbia shall be enti-
tled iu two delegates, and that each
congressional district shall be entitled
to two delegates

Mr. Bishop, of Mass., on behalf of the
minority committee, reported a rule that
each State shall be entitled to four dele-

gates at large and one additional dele-

gate for eacd representative at large, if
any ; that each Territory and the District
of Columbia shall be entitled to two
delegates; that each congressional dis-

trict shall be entitled to one delegate and
an additional delegate for every 10,000
majority votes or fraction thereof cast
for the Republican Presidential electoral
ticket at the last preceding Presidential
election, and that tbe Republican Na-

tional Committee shall withia a year
after sacb Presidential election eertify
the representation to which each iftate
is entitled.

Mr. Carver, of Ind., supported the mi-

nority report as entirely in keeping
with the genius of American institu-
tions.

Mr. Bradley, of Ky, opposed the mi-

nority report as something that might
come from tbe Democratic party, but
hot from the Republican party. There
had been times when the South had
saved the Republican party. It wa

Florida that gave them their President
in 1876.

ceeded with.

An Ohio delegate proposed to nomin-
ate Blaine by acclamation, but Burrows,
of Michigan, insisted that the taking of
the ballot should gs on.

THE DECISIVE BALLOT.

Finally at S:I5 tbe Conventioa pro-
ceeded to the fourth ballot, the changes
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
