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Tue Democrats take pleasure in
charging the Sherman law to the Re-
publican party. The Repoblican party
did pass the Sherman law, but they
passed it as a compromise measare and
to keep a free silver bill from being
enacted. When the bill for the free
coinage of gold and silver eame up in
the Senate it passed by a vote of 42 yeas
to 25 nays. Of the yeas 27 were Dem-
ocrats and 15 Republicans. Of the nays
there were 22 Republicans to 3 Demo-
erats. In the House the Democrats
voted 112 for free coinage and only 22
against it. The Republicans voted 130
against free coinage and only 22 for it.
‘This shows the relative standing of the
two parties. Then the Sherman com-
promise was brought in, not becaunse the
Republicans wanted such a measure,
but to prevent the few free coinage Re-
publicans combining with the Democrats
and passing a free coinage measure pure
and simple. 'Tis true no Democrats
voted for the Sherman law for it was
well known that it would pass any way,
and it passed by a striet party vote.
The Sherman law may not have been
the best measure that eould have been
devised, but it was the best that could
have been passed at that time, and it is
better than that which the Democrats
wanted.

PUBLIC OPINION.

IT MIGHT HAVE REEN; IT MAY YET BE.
New York Press,

If Benjamin Harrison had been elected
President of the United States on the
eight day of last November, the Fourth
of July, 1803, would have witnessed the
American flag floating gloriously over
Hawail. It would have seen the au-
thority of the American Republic firmly
established over the fortress that com-
mands the highway of commerce to the
East, and the ownership of Hawalii, the
natural outpost of the United States in
the Pacitic, settled forever.

If an Administration of patriotism
and statesmanship had held the reins of
power at Washington since March 4,
Republican principles and Ameriean
vivilization would to-day have been
planted at Honolulu so deeply that they
could never have been uprooted. That
shameful page of American history on
which is recorded the traitorous hauling
down of the Stars and Stripes and the
skulking policy of intrigue for the re-
storation of an unspeakably degraded
barbarian monarch would never have
been written. Americans would have
known on this one hundred add seven-
teenth birthday of the nation that new
territory had been added to the Republie
far exceeding in value that far north-
western domain whose annexation is
William H. Seward's most enduring
monument; the enemies of this country
and the friends of despotism would have
been disappointed and humiliated; and
the United States would have made a
magnifcent stride toward the commer-
cial dominion over the New World which
is hers by the right of fitness and inher-
itance.

It is not yet too late for the American
people to grasp the prize that is held out
to them. There is still time for the
nation to make its will so potently felt
at Washington that the Administration
will hot dare to hand Hawaii over to the
empire whose guns already menace our
seaports from a cordon of impregnable
strongholds.

A NEW MONEY PROPOSITION.
Plttsburgh Times.

In the Arena for July C.J. Buell con-
tributes an article on the money ques-
tion which has the merit of advancing
an idea of some novelty. He shows
that in & primitive state mankind had
to resort to the use of some commodity
which few people would be likely to re-
fuse as a medium of exchange. The
American Indian used wampum, the
pioneer of Tennessee coonskin, the Hud-
son Bay trapper fur, the Massuchusetts
colonist bullets of lead. Tin, iron, gold
and silver ingots were used where they
eonld be obtained. The loss, annoyance
and inconvenience of using these metals
in their rough state led to their being
stamped as & goarantee, not of their
value, but of their weight and [itness.
The fixing of a stamp is the only function
the government can justly exercise as to
the coined money of any people.  When
it undertakes to regulate the value of
the commodity it has stamped it exceeds
its power.

‘t'he value of gold depends on the
amount of the produet and the demand
forit. Between 1789 and 1809 it fell 46
per cent.; from 1809 to 1849 it rose 145
per cent.; from 185 to 1872 it fell 20
per cent., and since the latter dateit has
increased about 2 per cent. a year. Gold
asa yard stick of value was three feet
long in 1789, shrunk to 19% inches in
1809, and is now 4 feet 3 9-10 inches
and growing longer every day. Similar
fluctuations have taken place in silver,
and they would be present in any paper
currency based upon these metals. Mr.
Buell argues from these facts that gold
and silver should give place to a cur-
rency which will not fluctuate.

He says the National Government
collects $350,000,000 annually and pays
it back to the people. He would have
the Government issue certificates for
this amount. As the population in-
creased the amount needed by the Gov-
ernment would increase and the money
in eirculation would keep pace with the
enlarged needs. The value of the cer-
tificates would be based upon the value
of the services and materials due from
the people to the Government in ex-
change for the services of the latter to
the former. If our existing greenback
eurrency issue were made receivable for
all dues to Government, import duties
included, and the interest on public
debt was made payable in them and the
volume of this currency were increased
to the amount of the annual National
revenue we should have a paper money
exactly like that proposed by Mr. Buell.
The difficulty about the whole matter
wouid be our inability to trade with
other nations, which would hardly be
likely to aceept such a currency in set-
tlement of their bills.

WATOH THE MEDITERRANEAN!

Pittsburgh Dispateh,

The New York Times states thatsome
gaps in the line of sanitary defense which
the Government has established in Fu-
ropean ports have been closed. Among
the steps represented in that light is the
transfer of a United States surgeon from
Marseilles to London. In conpection
with that transfer the Times remarks:
~While it is true that cholera prevails in
the vicinity of Marseilles, there is very
little emigration to America from that
port, and the work heretofore done by
Surgeon Irwin can easily be carried on
by some assistant left in charge.”

It is assuring to know that the system
of sanitary inspection abroad is vigilantly
organized, but it ean not be accepted
without a protest that the danger from
Marseilles is of so little gravity that it
can be left to the very indelinite pro-
tection of *“some assistant.” On the
contrary, Marseilles is the one port in
Europe which under present ecircum-
stances needs close watching.” I'here
may be little emigration thence; but one
immigrant ean import as deadly a cholera
germ a8 another. There is in addition
a good deal of commerce from Marseilles.
Rags come thence in considerable car-
goes, and they ‘are among the staple
vehicles for spreading the infection.

It is well to have such ports at London
and Southampton closely watehed. But
the vigilance should be unabated at the
Mediterranean ports, where the disease
is already in existence.

To the Constitution of Ohio.
LEGISLATIVE SINGLE DISTRICTS.

SECTION 1. Be it resolved by the General As-
sembly of the Ntate of Ohio, That a proposition
shall be submitted to the electors of this State on
the first Tuesduy alter the rst Monday in Novein.
bDer 15845, to amend Sections 1 to 11, inclusive, of
Artiele X1, of the Coustitution of the Stule of
Ohila, s0 they shall read as follows :

ARTICLE XI.

SEcC. 1. The apportionment for members of the
general assembly shall be made cvery ten yeuars,
prior o the first election for members of the geo-
eral assembly in ench decennial period, in the
munner herein provided.

Sec. 2, During the month of February, prior to
the rst election for members of the genersl ps-
sembly after the passage of this act avd in each
decennial period the members of the senate and
honse of ru{umnml\'m represeuting the two
leading politieal parties, respeetively, shall mest
