An American Exhibition of Pumpkins,

Squashes and Ornamental Gourds.

'Is April fast, Orange Judd, proprietor

ef The American Agriculturist, .publish-

ed a remartably liberal oCer, to encour-

age the production ef a great American
ejretaule. Mr. Judd says :

The Royal Horticultural Society of
England, for the first time iu its history,
las arranged for a "Great Gourd Exhibi-

tion" next October, and invites all the
world it eoin petition. As Americans, we

"would lite to compete with Great Britain,
and all Europe, in raising Pumpkins and
Squashes, and we at first thought to ask
our readers to send all their specimens to

The Agriculturist office, to be forwarded
to London, at our own expense. But the
London Exhibition is appointed too early
(Oct. 8) lt allow our specimens to fully
mature, and be forwarded. Let us, then
have an American .. Exhibition, and see
what can be done here.

There being no Royal Society here, we

will undertake it single handed, and offer

prizes fully equal to those of thf London
Society." ..

The exhibition was held Nov. 5th, at

the Agriculturist rooms, 41 Tark Row,

New York, with the following result :

For the largest specimen a prize of 20

was offered. Wm. D. Hall, of Walling-ford- ,

Conn., secures this by a pumpkin
which weighs 270J- lbs.

The second premium was taken by J.
W. Somerndyck, of Long Island, whose
specimen weighed 221 1-- 2 lbs.

The third was awarded to W. D. Hall
for one of 203 lbs.

A fourth prize of $10 was secured by
Mr. Hall for Ike largest yield from a sin-

gle vine the total of which weighed 1.-2-

lbs., and 42 in number, or an aver-

age of 30 lbs, each. ; Mr. Hall took also

the second prize for the greatest yield,
being 429 lbs from a single vine.

For the largest and best varieties of
gourde, fancy squashes, &.O., W. F. Ilcins,
of Woodstock, N. Y., took the first prize
who exhibited 75 varieties.

The Second prize under this head was

taken by B. K. Bliss, the famousseeds-ma- n

of Springfield, Mass. ,

The news from the English Exhibition
arrived about the same time. - The larg-

est specimen weighed 17G lbs. America
is ahead.
