nt-Governor, Secretary of State, Au-

ditor, Treasurer and Attorney --General,
shall be sealed up and transmitted by the
returning officers to the President of the
Senate, uho, during the first week of the
session, shall open and publish them, and
declare the result, in the presence of a

majority of the members of each House
of the General Assembly. This ends the
matter, and the proper evidence of the
election is the certificate of the President
of the Senate, that the persons named are
elected. The statement of a voluntary
committee from the House is no evidence
at all, and it should be dispensed with
as undignified. As the Governor has to

be inaugurated, (according to usage) it is

proper and respectful to inform him
through a committee, and to concert with
him the time of doing it. Such a com-

mittee being adopted, some good natur-e- d

member has proposed to do the like
for an auditor, and so it has followed.
How ridiculous this is, may appear from

Colored Population in Ohio.

The Preliminary Report on the Eighth
Census (1SC0) recently published by the
Government, enables nso present to the
readers of the Urbana Union the fol-

lowing tables, which will prove interest-

ing at the present time.
In 18G0 the total colored population

iu Ohio was 3C,G73. This population is

very unequally distributed; two-third- s

of the whole number being found in

twenty counties in southern and eastern
Ohio, and very nearly one-hal- f of the
whole number in ten counties. Ten of
the counties containing the smallest num-

ber contain but 53 blacks, and the next
ten but 341, making 393 in twenty coun-

ties. It may possibly occur to some

member of the Legislature to mark a

cheap map, with the numbers in. each
county, and hang it in the passages where
members congregate, as a key to votes on

the subject.
We furnish two tables one showing

the actual number in each county, pro-

ceeding from the largest to the least
number; the other showing the propor-

tion which the blacks' bear to the whites
in the respective counties. The propor-

tion for the whole State is one black to

G4nvhites, and it is a little curious that
Jefferson county is number 18 in each of
the lists:
