bles : It is hich tide iu Broadway, in
tliesa bright November days.

THE POET.

Thin tall, lithe, wiry patriarchal-lookin- g

man, with locks and bettrd like the
driven snow, yet quick and elastic in his
movement as a youth of twenty, is Wil-

liam Cullcu Bryant, lis lias just re-

turned from Europe and is on his way
to the Evening I'or--t office from his Loug
Island htiir.c, lie has been looking ou
a poem for the Atlantic, and his weeks
of toil have failed to satisfy Lira. Such
work witli him is almost agony, and I
do not wonder he writes so little when
every iambic is the product of labor in
excess, Not one tf the thousands be
passes are conscious who he is, and yet
tho name of is a household word.

THE TRAGEDIAN.

Striking heavily and pompously in
the direction of Broome street, with the
traces of disease in his giant frame, his
brow missive and moody, his chin like
a prize fiirhtev's, a curl of seorn and bit-

terness about his lips, is Edwin Forrest,
the great American tragedian.

THE JOURNALIST.

Bent forward; with shuffling gait, hat
on the back of his head, his thin, light,
locks straggling about his linen spotles.,
but awry, his pantaloons too short, his
boots krge and flat, stumbles Horace
(Ircclcy, the best knoru man in America.
His coat is full of papers that present
their printed margins to the air. His
res arc turned inward seeing somo of
the many who bow and say, 'Good morn-

ing, ?Ir. Greeley.' Unconscious, ab-

stracted, full of ideas, and resolved on
endless work, ha plunges below Cham-

bers street, across the City Hall Park,
toward the Tribune office, the chief god
of his idolatry. He glance s at the clock
in the cupola as lie goes by, qnickens
his step, and disappears in Spruce etrect.

THE MILLIONAIRE.

Not far behind Greeley, Broadway,
was a gray-haire- d, rather slender some-

what stooping figure, giviug the
impression of constant anxiety aud
labor. That thin, firm, compact face
misrht represent more than sixty years,
and yet the gait and evident vigor of the
man:wcu!d not indicate more than fifty.
Work is a passion with him, and rest
stagnation.

Ought the exemption of the national
bonds from taxation to be continued?
It withdraws from productive employ-
ment an enormous capital, and thus

enterprise needed for the
of our resources. As long

as capitalists can get Government inter-
est, and get rid of taxation by buying
bonds, why should they put money into
railroads, mines, or manufactures ? It
seems to us that this provision produces
serious evils which have not been suff-

iciently weighed, and, though it may have
been origiually necessary, it is at least
questionable whether it may not now be
wisely repealed. True, large amounts
of bonds would be thrown upon the
market, but with all Europe oa the
verge of rfvolution, and money hoarded
by the million in a single city like Genoa
the securities would not lack purchasers.
No matter at what rate they sell, just so
much capital, now locked up and una-

vailable, wenld be released aud turned
to productive industry.

To return to specie payment, we must
have something to send to Europe in ex-

change for our purchases. We used to
send cotton. Now, as if on purpose to
cut our own throats, wa tax cotton, and
when Louisiana asks aid to build levees,
Congress answer", "Build them your-
selves, you rebels !" Is there any sense
in such legislation? The prosperity of
the South is as necessary to the whole
country as that of any other sction.
When we embarrass its industry, we em-

barrass ourselves. Let us have the tax
on cotton repealed, on precisely the
same principle that we rmoT burdens
from other forms of domestic industry.
Reconstruction ts good, but the South
cannot live upon it, nor the North either.

The National bauks furnish us S300,-000,00- 0

of currency, but we take it not
on tlie faith of the banks, but because
the Government endorses it. Who asks,
when he takes a 10 note, whethsr the
bank from which it comes is the First
National of one city or Third National
of another? It is a greenback; that is
enough. Now, the banks receive for
performing this service, which the Gov-

ernment itsalf might quite as well per-
form, large sums of money. True, the
currency is cafe and uniform if issued
directly by the Government? True,
the batiks hold a large amount of bonds,
but would it not be better to have our
own C2pital free, and let the bonds go
to Europe? Mr. J. Cooke's pamphlet
does not seem to us quite conclusive as
proof that tho National banks are a na-

tional blessing. The Republican party
ought at least to consider the question
whether the withdrawal of Government
bonds from these banks would not be a
public benefit as well as a very popular
measure.

Tariiis constructed for the benefit of
States or sections or special interests
have been tried. Every State, every in-

terest want3 a share. It ends in taxing
everybody enormously for the benefit of
everybody else. Strange to say, that
does not produce quite the desired pros-
perity, and so everybody gess to Con-gte- ss

next year and demands still higher
tariffs. Tlu best "protection for Amer-
ican industry" that we know of juvt at
present is a removal of taxes from
American industry. Internal revenue
is a mora dangerous foe than the foreign
motiof nlist. Let us have the domestic
taxes reduced as loW ns possible, and
tnen tanlfs even lower than the present
will bo of greater benfit to American
manufacture-- .

But the stealing of corrupt or the
pay of unnecessary officials, the waste in
the departments and ia Congress, the
payment of bogus claims, t he outlay for
railroads that are never to be built be-

cause they are not needed, the apropria- -

tions lor objects not directly public in
their nature, are not productive expend-
itures, and ought to be stopped until the
nation gets out of financial trouble.
