Since the time when the morning
staes sang together until y, music
has made glad the children of men; mu-
sic,, which springs front the aihjtuni of
the' soul: music, the flower of both hu-
man and heavenly utterance; music,
which links this phiuet to Paradise
the spirits of the sons and daughters of
Adam to the ethereal essence that
meates mind and matter, and guides
and governs all.

The harp was the earliest of musical
instruments its chords having resound-
ed to the touch ot Ji'bal, before the
deluge. W'e can trace, its origin to the
twanging of a tightened bow-strin- g, and
from the Thebau monuments we learn
that it was formed at first like 'the iieut
bow of a warrior.' It then possessed
tux chords, the Egyptians and the Irish
having brought it to its present perfec-
tion. The lyre, the guitar, the lute, and
other string instruments are merely
modifications of the harp.

The organ was invented by an Alex-
andrian baiber, 11'! B. '. It is the most
melodious of musical instruments. , Its
tones, now thundering, now trilling, re-
semble the richest notes of nature.

Tradition tells us that 'Nkko fiddled
'while Kome was burning;' but the fact
is, that iinperal monster never so much
as heard a fiddle. It was an Irish in-
vention, and was known originally as
the crcamlitnic cntita tenor accom-
paniment to the harp, four of its strings
being played upon by the bow, and two
by the thumb.

The horn, as we are informed by
XI00NEY, "does not seem to be peculiar
"to auy nation; it was used as well by.
'"he Jews, Egyptians, Phonieians,
"tJreeks, llouiaiis, tiaids, (iermans.
"Caledonians, as by the Irish.' Among
the variations of this instrument may
be mentioned the trump'.'t, clarion, bu-

gle, flute, pipe, and fiagek t.
