article of the amendments, namely
*The powers not delegated to the United
States nre reserved to the State, respec-
tively, or to' the people.” The govern-
ment of the United States, therefore,
can claim ne powers which are not:
granted to it by the Constitution, and
the powers actually granted must be
such as are exprossly given, or given by
neecssary Baglication. The Gendral
Government and the States, althuggh
both exist within the same territorial
limits, are separnte and distinet sov-
ereignties, acting separately und ijale-
pendently of ench other, within their
respective spheres. The former, in its
appropriate sphere, I supreme; hnt
the Btates, within the Hmils of thelr
powers not grmnted, or in the language
of the tenth amendment, “ reserved,"
are as independent of the general gov-
ernment as that goverument wihin |is
