‘hieavy and unjust burdens on the fakmer,
the planter, the commetcial man, atd
those of all other pursnits, excepl (Le
capitalist, who bas made Lis inyestments
in manufacturer,  All Lhe gheal interesta
of the country are dot, as nearly as may
be practicable, eqnally protected by it

The government in heory knows no
distinclion of persons or clusses, and
should not bestow upon some favors and
privileges which all others may not enjoy.
1t was the purpose of its illustrions foun-
‘de're Lo base the institutions which they
recared wpon the great and unchanging
principles of justice and equity, conscious
that if administered in the spirit in which
they were conceived, they would be felt
only by the benelits which they diffused,
and would secure K themselves a de-
Yeuce in the hesrts of the pedple, more
powerful than standing nrmies, and all the
means and appliances invented Lo sustain
governments founded ininjustice and op-
pression.

Tlie well known fact that the {anil act
of 1842, was passed by a majority of one
vote in the Sevate, and two in the House
of Representatives,and thatsome of thuse
who felt iLhemselves consirained, under
the peculiar circumstances existing al
the time. to vote inits favor, prociaimed
ita defects, and expressed their determis

natics Lo aid ity modification on the
fiest epportunily, aifords strong and con-
clusive ovidenve that it was nol intended
to e permanent, and of the expedienc)
and necessity of i1 thorongh revision,

In recommending to Congress a redue-
tion of the preseot rales of duty, and a
revision and modification of the act of
1842, T am far from enteriaining opinions
vnfriendly to the manufactorers, Ou Lhe
‘contrary, I am desirous Lo sge them pros-
perous, as far as they can beso, willioul
imposiog unequal burdeos on other inter-
ests. The advaniage under any system of
indirect taxation, even within the revenue
standard, must be in faver of the manu-
facturing iolerest; and of this, no otler
inlerest will complain;

I recommend Lo Cungress the abolition
of the minimum priociple, or assumed,
urbitary, and false values, and of specif-
jc duties, and the substitution in their
place of ad valorem duties,as (e fairest
and most equitable indirect tax which
can be imposed. By ad valorem privei-
ple, all articles are taxed according lo
their cost or value, and those whicl are
of inferior guality, or of small cost, bear
only the just proporiion of the tax witl
those wh el are of superior quality, or
greater cost, The articles cunsumed by
all are taxed at thesame rate. A system
of ad valorein revenue duties, with prop
er discriminations and poper giards
against frauds in collecting them, it is
not doubted, will affsrd ample incilental
advantages to the mapufacturers, and
enable them to derive as greal profits as
can he derived from any other regzular
businese, It is believed that such a sys-
tem, strictly within the revenue slandird,
will place the manufacturing inleresis oo
w slable footing, and ifonre Lo pers
manent advantage! while it will, as nearly
ws may be practicable, extended to all
the great intervels of the country the in-
cidental protection which ean be afforded
by our revenue luws, Such a sysiem,
when once firmly established, would be
permanent, and not be subject tu the
constant complaints, agititivns, and
changes which must ever ocour, when
duties are not laid for revenue, bot fur
the 'protection merely of a favored ins
terests.

In the déliberations of Congress on this
gubject, il is hoped tlial a spirit of mutval
conscession and compromise between aon
ﬂuoting interests may prevail, and that
the result of their labors ray be crown-
ed with Uie iappiest consequances,

I refer you to the report of the Secretary of
the Navy, for the present condition of that
branch of the national défence; and for grave
suggestions, having for their object the in-
ciease of its efficiency, and « greater econo-
my in ita management. During the past year,
the officers and men have perfurmed thelr
duty in o satisfactory manner. The orders
which have been given, Lave been executed
with promptaess and fidelity. A larger froce
than has oiten formed one squadron under our
flag was readily concentrated in the gulf of
Mexico, and apparently without unusual eft
fort,

It is especially to be observed, that not-
withstanding the union of s0 considerable a
force, mo act was commiited that even the
jealousy of an irritated power could construe
as an act of aggression; and that the com
mander of the squadron, his officers, in strict
conformity with their instructions, holding
themselves. ever ready for tha most active
duty, have schieved the still purer glory of
contributing to the preservation of peace. Tt
is believed that at il our foreign stations the
honor of our flag has been maintained, and
that genecrally oir ships of war bave been
distinguished for their good discipline and
order. T1am happy to add, that the display of
maritime force which was required by the
events af the summer, bave beew made whol
ly within the ysual appropriations for the set-
vice of the wea=, !’. that no a. ap-

thet

The commeree of the United States, atd
with it the navigating interest, have stendily
and rapidly increased since the organizatton
of our government, until, itis believed, we
are- now second to but one Power in the
world, and at no distant day we shall proba-
bly Be inferior lo none. Exposed as they must
be, it has been a wise policy to afford to these
important interests protection with our ships
of War, distributed in the great highways of
trade throughout the world. For more than
thirty yeara appropriations have been madé,
and anoually expendid, for the gradual in-
crease of our naval forces. In peace, our
navy performs the important duty of protect
ing our commerce; and, in the event of war,
will be, s it has been, a most efficient weans
of defence.

The successful use of steam navigation on
the ocean has been followed by the introduc-
tion of war-streamers in great and interesting
numbers into the nayies of the principal mar-
atime Powers of the world. A due regard to
our own safety nnd to an efficient protection
to our large and increasing commerce de

mands a corresponding increase on our parl.
No country has greater facilities for the con-
struction of veesels of this description thun
ours, or can promise itsell’ greater advantages
from their employment. They are admirably
adapted to the protection of our commerce, to
the rapid tranamission of intelligence, and to
the const defence. In pursuance of the wise
policy of a gradual increase of our nivy,
large supplies of live oak timber, nnd other
materials for ship building, have been col-
lected, and are now under shelter, and ina
state of good preservation, wh le iron steam-
ers can be built with great facility in various
parts of the Univn, The use of iron ns a
material, especially in the construction of
steamers, which can enter with sa ety many
of the harbors along our const now inaccessi-
ble to vessels of greater dranght, and the
practicability of constructing them in the in-
terior, strongly recommends that liberal up
propriations should be made for this impor-
tant object. Whatever may have been our
policy in the earlier stages of the governs
ment, whenp the nation wad in its infancy, our
shipping interests and comnierce compara-
tively small, our resources himited, our popu
fation sparse and scarcely extending beyond
the limits of theoriinal thirteen states, that
policy must be essentially different now that
we have grown from three to more than twen-
ty millions of people,—that onr commerce,
carried in our own ehips, is found in every
sea, and thiat our territorinl boundaries and
gettlements have been so greatly expanded.—
Neither our ¢commerce, nor our long line of
coast on the ocean and on the lakes, can be
successfully defended against foreign sggres.
sion by means of fortifications alone. These
are essential at imporlant commercial and
military points, but our chicf relince for this
object must be on a well organized, eflicient
navy. The benefits resulting (rom such a
navy are notconfined to the Atlantic states,
The productions of the interior which seck a
market abroad, are directly dependent on the
gafety and freedom of our commerce. The
ocenpation of the Bulize below New Orleans
by a hostile force would embarress, if’ not
stagnate, the whole export trade of the Missis-
sippi, and affect the value of the agricultural
products of the entire valley of that m'ghty
river and tribularies,

It has never been our policy to maintain
large standing armies in time of peace.—
Phey are contrary to the genius of our free
inslitutionay would impose heavy burdens on
the paople, and would be dangerous.to public
liberty. Our reliance for protection and de-
fence on the land, mnst be mainly on our
citizen soldiers, who will ba ever ready, na

rush with alacrity at the eall of their country
to her defence. Thus description of force,
Lowever, cannot defend our coast, hnrbors,
and nland seas, no protect our commerce on
the ocean or the lakes. These musy be pro-
tected by our navy.

Considering an increased naval force, and

with our growth and importance as a nation,
and proportioned to the incressed and in-
creasing naval power of other nations, of vast
importance ns regards our safety, and the
great and growing interests to be protected
by it, 1 recommend the subject to the favors
able consideration of Congress,
