qualities. The general system of pre-
miums for horses Is not what it should
be, and I want to see an improvement in
it. I do not refer specially to the pre-miums offered by the Agricultural So-

ciety here more than to those of other
places. It is often the case that the high-
est premium, as at the late State Fair, is
offered for a horse that will trot a mile tbe
quickest with a light sulky. Now, I ask,is a horse that can trot a mile in 2.20,withno load, worth any more to a farmer than
one that will trot in four minutes ? What
you need Is a horse that will walk off
rapidly with a ton. or trot 10 miles an
hour with a light load and continue the
gait at that average for five or six hours,If necessary, Let your system of pre-
miums embrace something of this kind.
viz: -

'' Offer the best premium for tbe horse
that will walk a mile the quickest with a
load of two or three tons, or will trot a
mile the quickest with a load of one ton.

It may not be practicable to offer pre-
miums for other actual work, like plow-
ing, etc.,but the class of horses that would
compete for the premiums I have men-
tioned would win a premium for anykind of farm or road work.
