A Postoflice Reform.
Some weeks gince the announncement
was made that a large number of post-
masters in emall plaees had been dis-

salaries being regulated by the amount
of stamps sold. These postmasters have
not been guilty of couverting to their
own uses money received from the sale
of stamps as might be supposed from the
brief reference to some of the enses which
have been made in the telegrapliec dis-
patches. Had this been the case the
crime would have been detected by the
diserepaney in their aceounts, and would
be punished not merely by discharge but
by criminal prosecution. Most of them
kept groceries or dry good stores. They
thus had an opportunity to increase their
sale of postage stamps, and conseguently
their own salaries, by paying the whole-
sale dealers of whowm they bought goods’
in postage stamps. In this way their
sale of stamps was treble or quadruple
What it would be from legitimate busi-
ness, and their salaries were accordingly
increased, defrauding the government
out of some thousands of dollars every
year. The facts came to the knowledge
of Mr. Jewell, and after a due investiga-
tion he hes discharged all postmasters
against whom this_practice has been
proved. It should be unterstood hence-
forth by every postmaster that the use
ot stamps for the payment of his individ-
ual debts, no matter if his stamp account
with the department is kept perfectly
correct, is an offence against the post-
office regulations which will be puuished
by discharge.

The space be-
tween these sills is filled with concrete,

% | composed of lime water, crushed sand-

stone and fine sand. Over this and at
right angels with the sills are other tim-
bers twelve inches square, placed in coup-
les within four inches of each other, and
securely bolted to the =olid rock by bolts
from five to eight feet long. The space
between these timbers i filled with ce-
ment. Over the whole of this “founda-
tion floor™ are spiked two courses of three
inch plank rendered as nearly water tight
a8 possible.

The mason workis not yet commenced,
although the stone is being quarried and
dressed and will be partly delivered this
fall.
