THE INLAND NAVIGATION.

Commissioner Haviland and Officials of
the Grand Rapids and Indiana Railroad
Visit and Inspect the Line of the

- FProposed Improvement.

As stated in the TRIBUNE a few weeks
gince the result of the application made
to the Board of Control for state aid to
open navigation in our chain of inland
lakes was the reference of the matter to
the Swamp Land Commissioner, Hon.
J. B. Haviland, of Traverse City, with
instructions to make a personal examina-
tion of the proposed work and make a
report thereon at the next meeting of the
Board, which takes place at Lansing next
Wednesday. The time set for the trip
through the lakes and rivers from the
head of Crooked Lake to Cheboygan was
on Wednesday the twentieth inst. This
much was arranged at the last meeting
of. the Board, and an invitation extended
to as many of the Board as could do so,
to make the trip with the Commissioner.
The editor of the TRIBUNE then visited
Grand Rapids and presented the project
to Mr. J. H. Page, the general passenger
agent of the Grand Rapids and Indiana
Railroad in such maunner as to secure the
interest of the road and a promise of at
least one representative upon the trip of
examination.

THE ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE TRIP,

Knowing that the time of the parties
making the examination would be lim-
ited, it was decided to make the trip
through in a day. The tug Maud Sam-
mons was teerefore chartered to be light-
ered over the bar into Burt Lake and o
Zo as far as Grass Lake, up Crooked
River, and thence to the head of Crooked
Lake in small boats to meet the visitors,
who would come out from Petoskey to
that point. For the return trip the Bis-
marck was engaged to go as near Burt
Lake as possible, and on the arrival of
the Maud, the party would be taken over
the bar in small boats, take passage on
the Bismarck and arrive in Cheboygan
as early in the evening as possible. How
well this plan worked, and how the party
did not arrive in Cheboygan Wednesday
evening, will be shown later in this ar-
ticle, for, knowing the general interest
that is felt by all our citizens in this im-
provement, and all matter pertaining to
it, we shall give rather full particulars

of the trip. .
THE TRIP.

In accordance with the foregoing ar-
rangements the Maud Sammons left Che-
boygan Monday af*ernoon, to allow her
time to get over the bar into Burt Lake.
The writer of this article accompanied
her to sce that all arrangements were
properly carried out, and to welcome the
visitors at the head of the proposed navi
gation.

the road Mr. Wm. McArthur was met
returning from his visit to Chicago, and
turned and accompanied them. Wednes-
day morning the visitors, Messrs. Havi-
land, J. IL Page, general passenger agent,
and W. B. Stimpson, engineer of the
Grand Bapids and Indiana Railroad, ac-
companied by the parties named, and Mr.
David Smith, met, according to arrange-
ment, at the heald of Crooked Lake,
where passage was taken in small boats
across the lake and down Crooked River
to the point reached by the Sammons,

distant about seven or eight miles. This

was made without mishap, and in as

quick time as was probably ever made,
for there was a race between the two
boats for nearly the entire distance,

which added much to the pleasure of
the trip. if it did also te the labor.

Thus far everything had passed pleas-
antly and as near as possible in accord-
ance with the arrangements, but when
the Sammons was ready to start occurred
the first serious delay, which finally re-
sulted in the failure to make the trip in
aday. The propeller wheel had got
misplaced in some way and nearly two

hours was wasted in righting it. This

compelled the navigation of Crooked River
in the dark, a difficult matter to do, as
the channel had never been cleared of
fallen logs, and the route a new one to
the captain. This resulted in the rudder
being unshipped in running over a sunk-
enlog. Thishal to be replaced, when
the balance of the trip was made down
the river without aceident, which showed
caretul management on the part of Mr.
Sammons. The run was then made to
the head of Indian Rivér, buf of course
too late in the night to make the neces-
sary examination of the work at that
point. Then the Bismarck had become
wearied of waiting and had returned
home, which, if there was no reason,
compelled the night to be spent there.
However, this was done very pleasantly.
The work was examinéd the next morn-
ing, the tug lightered over the bar, the
party reaching this place shortly after
noon.

The weather was all that could be de-
sired, and, in our opinion, the trip a
pleasant one to all concerned. In regard
to the results we can only say that all
seemed favorably impressed with the
the situation of affairs and the feasibility
of the projeet, and we trust that the nec-
tssary aid will be granted to complete
the work.

If the channel is opened and proper
bosts put upon the route to accommo-
date the traveling publie, we have no
doubt but that the Grand Rapidsand In-
diana Railroad would push through their
influence and business north to this
route. This would make the establish-
ment of a line of boats profitable beyond
a doubt, and be a benefit to the whole
northern country that can scarcely be
estimated.

A Man Drowned off the Docks at Maekl-
naw City.

Wednesday morning the residents of
Mackinaw: City were shocked by the an-
nouncement that Edward Littlefield was
drowned by falling off the dock where
he was at work. The particulars of the
sad event, as near as we can learn them,
are as follows: Littlefield wasin the em-
ploy of G. W. Stimpson, and was at work
upon the dock piling wood. One of Mr.
Stimpson’s boys was hauling wood, and
daring the morning. while unloading,
noticed that Littlefield was gone but
thought nothing of it. Coming back
with the next load, however, and not sce-
ing him search was instituted,and soon his
body was discovered on the bottom be-
tween the eribs—the docks being formed
by eribs, with slips between about fifieen
feet. It was in one of these slips that he
was tound, having evidently fell from the
dock, and not knowing how to swim was
unable to rescue himself. Mr. Little-
field was formerly from the state of
Maine, and at one time resided in this
village. Ile leaves a wife and two chil-
dren, It was the intention to hold his
faneral at the Congregational Church on
Friday, but owing to a heak wind it was
impossible to come here with a sail boat,
as was intended ; therefore the remains
were interred at Mackinaw City.

Trouble at-the Beavers.

The Charlevaix Sentinel reports an ut-
terly disorg nized condition of Manitou
County, and espesially Beaver Island. Pe-
titions have been forwarded to the Gover-
nor from St. James, =etting forth that a
state of absolute lawlessness was prevail-
ing there, and asking for the appointment
of a sheriff at once and other aid if pos-
sible. The documents declared that
within a week a saloon-keeper had been
mortally wounded by a rough, whom the
officials had been since compelled to
keep in biding, he having surrendered
himself to eseape lynching ; that a preg-
nant woman had beendangerously beaten
by a drunken ruflian ; that the schooner
Mary Ann had been boarded by land
pirates in that harbor and stripped of all
her canvas in the night ; and, finally, that
all processes from justices of.the peace
were disregarded and made null by vio.
lence. Such steps asure possible will be
at once taken to reestablish the reign of
law and order on the Islands.

Committed for Trial.

It will be remembered that last week
we noticed the arrest of Samuel llar-
bold, charged with breaking into Wm. |
Devine's saloon on the night of the 13th |
inst, and reducing William's eurrency
to the amount of $5. Wednesday he
was taken before Justice Sutton and had
an  examination, which resulted in his
being committed to jail to await trial
before the cirenit court, in detault of
$500 bail. Such was his impecuniosity,
however, that had the bail been fixed at
five cents, he would probably have gone
to jail just the same. If the jail holds
him until that time, he will have his
trial at the next term of court. It is
gaid that this is not Harbold's first jail
experience, he having been arrested at
the Sault, charged with a similar offense.

Camp Meeting Location.

It would seem that the localities up-
on the Grand Rapids and Indiana road,
which have taken such earnest steps to
secure the location of the state camp
meeting ground, are not to be left with-
out rivalry for the honor. The commit-
tee have already visited Ludington,
where liberal offers were made them.
The committee are nest going to visit
points upon the Jackson, Lansing and
Saginaw road as far North as Otsego
Lake. If the inlund navigation project
was completed, there would seem to be
very little doubt but that a location up-
on the shores of one of the beautiful
lakes would be accepted as the most de-
girable place of them all.

Ex-Senator Chandler Appointed Secretary
of the Interior.

Last Tuesday Ex-Senater Chandler was
appointed by President Grant Secretary
of the Interior vice, Delano resigned.
Mr. Chandler accepted the position, and
was sworn in and immediatery entered
upon the discharge of his dutiesby at-
tending a cabinet meeting. The appoint-
ment isa good one. Whatever may be
said of Mr. Chandler, particularly dur-
ing eighteen years of official life, part of
which when corruption was rampant,
never has Mr. Chandler’s honesty been
impugned. He is scupulously honest,
and will have none but honest men
about him. As long as he has charge of
this department we shall hear no more
of the head of the bureau being in
league with government swindlers.
