Most of the newspapers in the Eighth
Congressional district, of which Cheboy-
gan county forms a part, have already
had something to say regarding who
shall be our next representative in Con-
gress, It is understood that My, Brad-
ley, our present representative, emphat-
ally declines a renomination. It is there-
fore necessary to decide upon some new
man. Several have been mentioned, and
we have taken some pains to look the
ground over and see which. in our opin-
fon. would best subserve the interests of
this section of the state. and especially
this connty. As taras we have heard,
those mentioned in this connection, with
one exvebliun. reside In the Saginaw val-
ley. That exception is C. C. Ellsworth,
of Montealm county. Mr. Ellsworth isa
man whose appearance indicates that he
is well qualified for the position, but
what is atill better, those that know him
best are his warmest champlions. The of
fice is seeking the man, not the man the
office, the work to secure the position for
him being done by his friends. This, we
think, is the best recommendation which
can be given him.

We trust that Mr. Ellsworth will re-
ceive the nomination and be elected, al-
though we would Le willing to sapport
any vood man who will see that every
puart of his distriet is equally well repre-
gsented. We have had several Represeuta-
tives from other parts of the state, which
ure also lake ports. We have not had in
the way of appropriations tor our harbor
what the importance of the plice demand-
ed. Whether the one had any connection
with the other or not, we would not =ay,
but we are now in favor of securing a
man who is entirely outside of such in-
fluences and who will look uponall plices
impartially. Such a man we think is
Mr. Ellsworth, amd therefore we shall
favor his nomination and election.

An Old Fmiess *cu.

The Alpena Pioneer says that there is
now living in the county of Presque I:1:
an old man by the name of Hor tio Nel-
son Pemberton. lle iz 70" yeurs of age,
and the oldest brother of rebel Gen.
Pemberton. Ile is smart and active, and
talks freely of his adventures in the
South during the war. His grandfather
fought in the war of the revolution, his
father in the war of 1812, and both tanght
him to love the stars and stripes. His
home was in Nashville, Tenn,, and when
his state seceded he rigidly refused to
join in the rebellion, while his brother.
recreant to the instruetions of his sir 8,
became a general in the rebel army. His
brother tried every means to induce him
to join in the war against the Unlon, of-
tewing him positions of honor and trust,
but all of no avail. He then commenced
4 series of persecutions, For séverul
mornings in succession a gibbet was
placed over his front door, made by two
poles coming together at the top over his
door and leaning aga‘nst the house, with
a rope and nose hanging so us to greet
him as he opened the door. This he fear-
lessly demolished for several mornings.
Finally threats was so bitter that he took
his youngest son, aged 13, by the hand,
and started for the Union lines.  After
untold sufferings he reached the Union
headquarters at  Crab Orchard, and was
sent to Detroit. He then came north
and started afarm in the wilds of Presque
Igle county. He has a fine furm, about
25 acres cleared, is well educated, well
informed, and is now trying to get some
remuneration from Congress for proper ty
destroyed by the Union army during the
war.

Chilled to Death.

A young man named Valentine, of
Rogers City. was chilled to death during
the storm on Monday, while out ina
boat near Charlevoix. The particalars,
as near as we ecan learn them, are as fol-
lows: He was at that place on a visit,
and secured a man named Trombley to
take him in a sail boat and go fishing,.
They got out in the lake, and the storm
coming on, with the wind from the land,
they could not get to the shore. They
beat about until nearly night, when
they made land, but Valentine was ouly
just alive, dying before he could be taken
to a house. His remains were sent to
Mackinaw, going down from there to
Rogers City on the St. Joe. yesterday
morning. We understand that his
mother is a widow. Trombley was alo
badly chilled, but soon recovered after
getting on shore.

The Improvement Asseciation.

Far too little interest is bel“g mani-
fested by our citizens in the work and
suceess of this assoeintion, It is true tnat
during the winter there was very little
work w hich could be done which would
show direct and immediate results. This
may have been the cause of much lack
of interest manifested in the work of the
association by its members. “The officers,

‘however, have kept at work, and we feel

certuin have asccomplished much good.
The effect of all their work eanuot be
shown as yet but we are sure it will not
be long Dbefore it will be seen. The
time of year has arrived when, if many
benefits ure 1o be derived from the orgui.e
ization, every membsr must come
promptly forward aud do his part. It is
not very encourag ng for the officers to
spewd wmuch time and labor towards ac-
complishing certain results, and then at
the monthly meeting when they would
like to talk over the results of their labor
and receive assistance in planning for
the future, find scarcely a quortm pres-
ent to hear or advise, The present sea-
sun is going to be an important one in
the history of Cheboygan. Already the
attention of the state has been ealled in
this direction more than ever before, and
doubiless we shall have a much larger
nvmber of visitors, thus giving much
greater opportunities for work than ever
before. Buch opportunities should not
be neglected. We hope the members of
the assoziation and our citizens generally
wi‘l think of this matter and be present
at the next meeting of the association,
the ilrst Tuesday evening in June. A
plan for a summer campaign in favor of
Cheboygan should be formed. ‘Then if
the campaign be prosécuted with as
miuch vigor as the political ones are, we
will see Cheboygan grow as never before.

The Sewer,

It is feared that the high wuter has
caused a eonsiderable damage to the Di-
vision street sewer., Considerable mater-
ial has been washed away in some man-
ner, there being several places where
the filling over the drain has settled a
number of feet. Throngh the hox across
Muln siréet nere Is no water rununing,
while thereis a very large stream in
otner places. ~This shows beyond a
doubt that the drain has become filled
with earth, and that the water has formed
a passage around it in some way. This,
probably, will awnswer the purpose of
drainage as well as though it went
through the sewer proper, but it is hard
to tell just how long it ‘'will thus answer.
There is much danger thac there will be
such a quautity of material washed out
that there will be a caving in before long,
Whether or not this trouble is caused by
the faulty coustruction of the sewer we
are not prepared to say, but, if possible,
something should be done to prevent any
serious results

Railrona Frospects.

We have been able to learn nothing
new regarding the prospects of the Mar-
quette & Mackinaw railroad since last
week, The managers of the company
taking the contraet started about ten days
ago to secure capital by which the road
is to be built. They had reasons to sup-
pose that the mowey could be obtaned,
but as doubtful things are 1ilways
uncertain, perhaps it would not be well
to be too certain about the immediate
construction of the road until it is difi-
nitely known that the money to construct
it has already been obtained. We sin-
cerely trust that there will be no difficul-
ty in securing this money, and with the
immense grant of valuable lands there
shonld not be. We have had information
from headquarters to the effect that as
soon as the M. & M. road is commenced.
work will be immediate y resumed on the
extension of the J., L. & 8. rcad. Thus
Cheboygan has a double interest in this
great enterprise. -1

The High Water.

It i3 not eften that this country is
troublel with high warer. the water usu-
ally varying very little at the different
seasons of the yearj bat the heavy rains
the early -part of the week was more than
even the large reservoirs, the inland
likes, could contain, and the result was
the river became higher than it has been
for years. For some days many had
fears that the dam would not stand the
pressure, but all the flood gates and
waste ways were opened to their greatest
capacity, which allowed the surplus water
to escape. It will be some time before
the water goes down very much; for all

the lakes are very high and the surplus
w:ter in them is immense—all of whicn

must come down the river,

The Board of Supervisors meet again
the second Monday in June. Would it
not be a good plan for some action to be
taken by our vitizens looking towards the
Board taking some action regamding a
new bridge. The old oue is uot euly a
disgrace to a town having the pretentions
of Cheboygan but it is positively unsafe.
It would, in our opinion, be well for the
Improvement ass-eiation to take this
mwatter in hand and see if a new bridge
eannot in some way be obtained. There
is no doubt but that it could be aeceom-
plished if our citlizens would tuke suf-
ficieut interest about it. It is oue of the

m necessities of the county, and
d not be overlooked. )

Wheat in Cheboygan County.

We believe that the time is not very
far distant when the main part of the
wheat crop of the state will be rai~ed in
the northern portions of the state, The
conditions of soil and climate in this dis-
trict are especially favorable to the pro-
duction of wheat, The soll is strong
with clay base. The snow falls earty and
remains upon the ground until after the
frost is chiefly out of the ground, and ex-
perience proves that the climite is such
a3 to insure the most complete develop-
ment of the grain. Of the quality of the
whent ruised in this section too much
cannot be said. It is superior toany
other portion of the state, s any miiler
who has had experience with it will tes-
tify. Concerning quantity, the average
yield per acre in the state in 1873, accord-
ing to the state census of 1874, was 13.62
bushels.  In the northern and shore
counties reported, the average wus 21.39
bushels, the average of each being as tol-
lows:

As it istheaverage is fully eight bushels
above the average of the state. These
facts are a sufliclent answer to many in
guiries we recvive, a=Kking if this country
is not too tar north for suecessful farm-

ing.
