TAXES VS. PRENTISS,

Mow Town Treasurers in Mackinaw
Collect Taxes It takes =about
$1,000 of Mir. Fremiiss' Property to
Pay $240 Taxes—The Main Ques-
tion: Is Chebeygan or Mackinaw
Ahead !—Mackmmaw Drown two
Horwes, und Chebeygan is said to
have some IBoots.

It may not be generally known, but
we learn that it is a fact that Mr. Pren-
tiss, who has for several years past con-
ducted Inmbering operations quite ex-
tensively en the north shore. and runs
a saw mill locate!d at Prentiss Buy. hus
always succeeded in some manner in
evading the payment of his taxes. This
yvear the Township Treasnrer concluded
that if Mr. Prentiss had the benefits of
good government that he must pay his
share towards the support thereof. It
may be that this was not tha course of
reasoning gone through with by the
aforesaid Town Treasurer, but the result
was the same any way. He levied npon
personal property owned by M. Pren-
tiss, to the amount sufficient, In his jude-
ment, to cover all the taxes and the ex-
penses of the sale. lle may bave esti-
mated the expenses of the sule pretiy lib-
erally when he made the levy upon the
property, but it he did it makes little dif-
terence with the present conidition of al-
fairs and itis of themrather than the legs1
aspects of the case that we have todo.
We suppose, too, that he advertised the
sale as provided by law, for if he did not
how did a number of our Cheboygan
mey find it out? There were Mackinaw
parties also who seemed to have some
knowledze of the state of affairs, for they
were present when the sule commenced
last Tuesday.

Abont here there commences to be n
little mystery hanging over the afhiir,
which a TRIBUNE reporter has not been
able to fathom or entively eclear away.
Our reporter got the impression, whether
correetly or not, that the appearanee of
the Chebovgan parties upon the sceue|
was not altogetiier aceording 1o the cal-|
culations of the Machinaw party., In
thet his impressions are quite elear that
the Cheboygzunites not  entively
welcome visitors, It may have interfered
with some litrle srrangements which our
ne ghbors on the island bad among them-
selves. The sale commenced, and it was
rumored that the Cheboyganites took
at very reasonable fignres a few cases ol
boots and some other goods, Our reporter
coild not penetrate the wmystery far
enongh to ascertain definitely whether
they paid more than one dollar per pair
or not, but suffice it to say that if ne
lawsuit was bought with thie boots there
is a margin for a reasouable profit on
them. Our readers can judge of the
feelings of the budders at the sale, who
were  lmagining  themselves wealthy
with their gains, when it was announced
that a telegram had been received siating
that an injunetion prohibiting the sale
bad been obtained.

The sale closed abruptly, and the
parties started home, tuking with them
their goods and a couple of horses of
whieh the sale had put them in posses-
sion. Ou their way to Mackinaw a horse
whjch was being led behind the sleigh
got away and started towards Lake Llu-
ron. After some attempts to eateh him.
they left him, thinking he would ecome
home. After their returnto Mackmaw,
our reporter could get no very clear
aceount ot the tranzaetions of either party,
until a little afier tour o'clock the next
morning, when the Mackinaw party, in-
cluding the Town Treasurer, could have
been seen wending their way again to
Prentiss Bay, where the sale was open-
ed again, and the balance of the goodls
levied upon sold. ‘This time, of course,
the properiy going into the hands of the
Mackinaes. Just what were the feelings
of the Cheboygan party when they
found the condition of affuirs is not
definitely known. We understand that
the M:uckinaw party failed to recover the
horse lost on Tuesday. aad were unfor-
tunate enough to drown the horse driven
the next day. One of the horses bu-
longed to a Mr. Chambers, and the other
to Capt. John MeCarty. |

Whether Mackinaw *euchered”™ Che-
boygan in the aflair s no longer the
main question. James J. Brown yes-
terday morning received a dispatehto go
and look after the interests of Mr. Pren-
tiss, which he did immediately, going
over yesterduy afternoon, and it it is
found that the affuir has not been econ-
ducted strictly in couformity to law, it
may be that the profits resuiting from
the affair will not be large either to the
purchaser of the property or to the
treasurer making the sale. If it has
been, probably Mr. Prentiss will conclude
that it will hereafter be more economi-
cal to pray his taxes than to have his
property pay them at ten or filteen cents
on the dollar.

In either cuse, the small amount of
mystery which now envelopes the case
will no doubt be e¢leared up, and the fact
definitely ascertained whether there wis
a job set up between the treasurer aund
other parties.

The joint commission to eanvas the
eleetorg] vote is now u fixed fact. The
bl ereating it having passed boih houses
of Cougress and received the President’s
signature. While we cannot believe that
this manner of coming at the couclusion
regarding matters in dispute is constitu-
tional, we hope for the best results com-
ing from it. While it may be the easjest
way of getting out of this unpleasant
dilemma, we fear that the result
in the future will show that it is a
very unwise move. The commission has
organizedl as far as the Senaie aud House
of Representatives 13 enucerned by the

appointment  of Senators  Edmunds,
Morton. Frelinghuysen, Bayard and

Thurman, three Republicans and two
Democrats, and  Representatives DPayne.
Hunton, Abbott, Garficll and Hoar,
three Demoerats aud two Republicans.
The bill provides that Associate Justices
Cliftord, Strong, Miller and Field act as
judicial members of the commission,
with a fifth to be chosen by themselves,
The Fifth Assoclate Justice selected was
Justice Joseph P, Bradley. He will, by
the provisions of the bill, be the presiding
officer of the commission, and it may be
that his ecasting wvote will decide who
will be the next President. Justice
drudley is from New Jersey, and was ap-
pointed by President Graut in 1570, Ie
wis appointed asa Republican, and is
sifd to belonyg to that party at present,
It is pot believed by the leading Re
publicans tiat the election of Hlayes is
imperiled by the pussage ot this law, ml
the opposition to its passage by many of
them was only beenuse they believed it
unconstitutional.
