The Prepostls Opened nnd Contracts
Awarded Am Irom Bridge a Cers
tainiv—The Bids in Detzil.

In necordance with the advertisement
for the construction of a bridge across
the river on Third street, the sealed pro-
nosals were opened at Geo, W. Dell’s of-
fice on Thursday at 1 o'clock . a. 'T'o
enable our readers to properly under-
stand the several bids, we would say that
the entire letting was divided into three
divisionz, and that proposals were invited
for the divisiens separately or for the
entire work, also for both a wooden and
an iron swing.

The first division Ineluded the center
pier for swing, and guard for same.

The sgecond division included the
swing, turn-table and bearings for the
end ot the bridge.

Tie third division included the end
appronches, the abutments for end ot
swing to rest upon, the jolst and floor
for swing. and removing the old bridee.

men, for less than $100. Mr. Bell, if his
time be counted at anything like irs
value, has earned double what the town
paid him, to say nothing of the saving in
cost of the construction and the advant-
aze of an iron bridge. The contract for
the swing was drawn and signed Thurs-
day night, and Mr, Allen, the agent, left
Friday morning. - TheBoard had bonds
given to the asmountof £5.000 for the
satisfactory tultillment of the contruet.
The bridge is to be completed by the Ist
of June, provided navigation opens by
the 15th of May. The work upon the
other contracts is to be completed in
time to sccure this result.

ready starved to death, and their bodies
only covered by snow. This stutemeut
is fulse from beginning to end, as lar as
this county i coacerned. No such suf-
fering exisisor has existeid in this
county ; nor have any starved to death
in Emmet county ; and if any had died
they would have received a eliristian
burial. What authority the Euterprise
could have Lad for such a statement we
cannot couceive,

Terrible Accident,

Probubly the most terrible accident
which ever took place in che lumbering
woods in the Cheboygan region, ovcurred
last Saturday, in one of Thompson
Smith's esmnps, a short distance below
Duncan bay. George Wing was instant-
ly Killed by being erushied under some
logs. The particulas as near as we can
gather them are as follows: Mr. Winyg
was engaged with several other men in
unloading some logs on the ice. e was
standing on some lozs which were being
held by the other men. Finding they
could hold the logs no longer they told
Wing to get out of the way. In jumping
to do so he slipped and losing his balanee
fell between the logs, and they rolling
together crushed his head. He was no
doubt instantly killed. His manzled re-
mains were taken out by his fellow work-
men, and taken to Danean, where Justice
Stevensorn., acting as coroner, held an in-
quest. The following jury were empan-
eled: Wm. Devine, H. A. Todd, Jozeph
Allaire,Heury Amiot, Mr.Willey snd Jos,

Burns, A few witnesses were examined.
and a verdict of aceildental death wus

rendered in accordance with the facis.
The funeral took place Sunday sfternoon
from the Methodist church, Rev. Mr.
Tilden, of Churlevoix, eiilciating, and
was quite largely attended.

Chituary.

It has been known for several months
that Amsey Weston, son of L. K. Wes.
ton, was eonfined to his bed at the resi-
dence of his tather, in the township of
Grant, with that dread diseaze, consump-
tion, and that it was only a question of
time when his sufferings wonld be end-
ed. He fully realized his position, and a
few weeks ugo he sent for Rev. R. M.
Thompson, who, at his request, adminis-
tered the rites of baptism. He fully com-
prehended the step he was tuking, and
doubtless became a sinvere Christian. He
died yesterday mornizg, teeling confident
that his spirit would take its flight to
land ot which we know so little and hope
so much, A few years ago he was as
strong and healthy a young man 2s was
in the village. He traces the commence-
ment of his sickness to a heavy eold
taken from exposure at the time W. 8,
Humplirey's house was burned. The
funeral will take place to-morsow at half
past ten, from the Congregational chiureh,
Rev. R, M. Thompson offiviaiing.
