Tresspaaslnff Hunters.
To the Editor of tbe Tbibosk.

In the early settlements of Amerca the
pioneers were mainly dependent on the
wild game around them for subsistancc
while m ikini; their first improvements.
and could uo have well succeeded with-

out. Such was and is the case with the
pioneers of Michigan from the first to

the present time, lor to pick or trans
port their provisions through a roadless
lorest to their distant cabin, imposes

double tax that is greatly elieved by a

fat deer that supplies the table, and the
hides serve iu other wavs of lasting ben
efit. By the common la ar of justice, and

the law ot necessity as well, the poo

pioneers for all are poor have the same

riirht to all of the wild game at the pres
ent time as in other days. But by the
rule ot plunder, now so prevalent, hun-
ters aud sportsmen from other counties
and oft in companies with their trained
dogs march through the newly settled
counties of Northern .Michigan captur
ing all the game to be found. The plea
ot money paid for bills and fares are no
arguments iu their favor; it leaves 110
equivalent tor lost game, and it it did the
riirht parties ret none of it. Sach hun
ters have no more just right 'to the wild
game in Uheuoygan county, man mej
have to the stock or growing crops ot
the homesteaders, located here and there
through the wojds. I rue, the game law
protects wild game at certain seasons of
the vear. which is just and proper. A
stringent law should now be passed pro
hibiting hunters a;nl sportsmen, not res
idents of the county, from hunting or
killing deer or other wild game within
the limits ot any organized county 111

the state of Michigan. Petitions asking
the passage of a iaw to that end. should
oe circulated ireeiy, uuu yreaenicu iu
next Legislature, from ever new county
in tbe Stale. To meet the coming sea-

son of hunting let every inhabitant in
such county nnite in a baud for the pro
tection ol the game they have Kept ror
their own benefit, by posting bills far
and rear warning all hunters Irom
abroad not to hunt or kill deer or other
wild game within the limits of the coun
ty named ; that 110 quarter or favor will
be shown them; that all such intruders
are trespassers and will be promptly met
ami warned to leave at once. Should any
hunter disregard such warning and per
sist in iu the pursuit ot game, let every
resident act; the vigilante resolutely and
make all intruders feel the. power of
nummary justice by following them out
of t e county, and be sure ihey leave.
At all times mark with a close sight on
every yelping dog on the chase.

ance to attract the attention aud hold it
fast as a ueedle to the pole. But in the
midst of such contrariety and confusion
of opinions. It would be weakness to des-

pair, as Providence has condescended to
drop on Calilorna's soil a great politician

Mr, Kearney who solves without auy
difficulty the poittical problem.

I do not know much about this new
comer, but it would appear that there is
something extraordinary, something ce
lestial, and something constellationary
about his political speeches which I do
not recollect ot ever seeing among the
speeches of our grey test statesmen, but
they were mortali aud had the misfor-

tune of not receiving an illumination
from the Square of Pegasus. Befi.re go-

ing to bed last night I took a peep at the
heavens to satisfy my mind that the
Square of Pegasus did not actn.dly drop
to the earth, but I found him iu his
wonted place, at this time of the year a

I see from the papers that Mr, Kearney
came to the state ot Massachusetts to en
lighten the heathens and lecherous'
capitalists of that benighted country on
good government.

Let us sisk ourselves its reasonable men
what policy is contained iu Mr. Kear-
ney's speec-- i which in auy m inner tend
to better our condition. We find Instead
ot wise and judicious meisures he tries
to amuse us by such epithets as -- leprous
thieves,1 "lecherous bondholder aud
'iiei' blood-sucke- rs of labor," instead ot
sound and judicious policy, he proposes
to use the upsetting ot social inst unions
which the wisdom of a century has estab-
lished, and iustead ot telling us the im-

measurable benefits coutered on labor by
bankers, landholders, railway stockhold-
ers, aud capitalists, he inveighs against
them and hands us the torch and the
sword.

I would sincerely recommen 1 the la-

I think and believe that Democratic
asceudeucy hail a powerful influence iu
bringing about the present crisis. It is
certain that their policy helped to give
it birth. Their false sj'stctn of currency
as ably explain nl by Grow,
prove that thousand of men were
thrown out of employment. Their per
sistence against the introduction of sound
currency had the effect of drawing for-
eign capital from the country, and the
consequence is that enterprise is paraliz-ed- .

Overproduction is found in iron
because there is no capital in the coun-
try to build ra'.lro ids; and overproduc

tion is found in cotton because the me-
chanics daughter wears a stocking with a
hole iu it.

It may be urged that in this northern
part of ihe state of Michigan we are not
much interested iu National affairs, but
such an idea or supposition is a wrojg
one, as every man, whether he has prop-
erty or not, 'is interested in living under
a wise and judicious form of govern-
ment, Therefore the laboring men of
this county by all means should endeav-
or to elect a jersou who i every way ca-
pable to represent their interests iu the
councils of the state.

Before concluding this letter I . wonld
mi rely say to laboring men that their
interest is contained iu tbe in the intro-
duction of specie as a currency for the
eoii'itry, for it will 1 ever fail to give con-
fidence to capitalist to ' invesf tbeir
money in making . railways and other
works ot improvement? which would he
instrumental in gi, in employment to
ihou-and- s. Laboring men would do well
to understand that their Interest f t'"Ti-tic- al

with that ot the capitalist. Should "

the capitalist tail in business the labor-
ing man would soon experience the sad
effect, Another' idea which is ot the
greatest importance for laboring men to
understand is llmt labor is governed by
6tipply and demand, like any other com-
modity. Therefore the policy which
tends to cre.te cuterpi ise is the true one
for ihe poor man. For labor to contend
against capital is very unwise and impol-
itic. Mr. Kearney's agitation is fraught
whh at danger and mischief to the
laboring community of the country.

As a laboring man I will undoubtedly
vote at the next eh c ion iu favor of some
good Republic m, conscious that it will
be to the interest of the laboring com-
munity as well us to the interest ot good
government.
