The number oi ve?els of
all descriptions engaged In the Lake Su
perior trade was 175, against 212 last
year, a decrease ot 37. The registered
tonnage of which was 93,834. a decrease
of 20,582 from last year. The gross ton
nage passing the canal was 1,666,136, an
increase over last year of 227,920. The
the toll receipts $40,437.00, an Increase
over last year ot $3,706,61. The receipts
trom sources otber than tolls were f

There was deposited with the
State Treasurer to the credit of the oacal
lund, $25,000.00, and the txpendltures
for all other purposes were $25,099.94.

A number of important
were made during tha year. The old
middle gates were replaced with new
ones during the winter, which added
much to the facility with which vessels

couid be locked. The eztention of th-- j

pier at the lower entrance c the canal
was completed, adding largely the
doekroom which was greatly needed.
Tie bed of the canal both above ami be
low the locks was deepened by dredging,
and a number of Urge boulders upon
which boats often struck, were taken out
Arrangements have been made for con

structing a large pierhead at tue upper
entrance of the cuial, and lor replacing
the old upper gates wltli now one, both
ot which Improvements are much need
ed.

The management ot the canal also

aaln stroutrly ue the construction of
a dry dock, to b operated In connection
with the canal, for the relief ot imjured
vessels, by providing them a place where
damages may be repaired, that ttsy may
go on their regular trip with gilctr, or
return to tne lower ports whea perma
nent repairs may bo made. It is thought
that the surplus rerenues of tfce canal
will be sufficient to construct the pro-

posed dock, so that the cost to tM state
will be nothing and the advantages to
commerce be great. The present man
asrement of the canal has iveu. e urr--
dexstand, perfect satisfaction to the ves
bel interests. The report of the details
of the businoss of the eanal is clbx: and
exhaustive, and will when Issued by the
state office, prove a valuable docia--

ment for those interested in oar state
commerce.
