John W. MeGinn proposed to complete
the bridge according to plans and speci-
fications fot the sum of $2,774, and to
furnish all cedar piles instead of those
required by the specification for an ad-
ditional sum of $100, and to allow de-
ductions in ease eertain workshould not
be required as follows: Painting the
truss, $10; Sheathing inside of abut-
ments, §15; driving piles for fende
glanee boom, ete., $30. =

Charles R. Smith proposed to complete
the bridge as above for the sum. of $2-
845, and to furnish eedar piles for the ad-
ditional sum of $175, and to allow de-
ductions as follows: Painting, $30;
sheathing, $15; fenders piles ete., $30,
The contraet was awarded to John W.
MeGinn, to construet the bridge using
all eedar piles, and exeepting the paint-
ing of the truss, for the sum of $2884.
The bridge will be nearly a quarter of a
mile in length, and is to have a span of
72 feet, and have an elevation over main
channel of the river, of 16 feet for the
passage of boats and other water erafts,
The eontract requires the bridge to be
completed on or beforethe first day of
July next. When eompleted, this bridge
will afford every desirable means of in-
gressand egress to and from Sturgeon
river eountry, which, heretofore, by rea-
son of the great diffieulty experienced
in eressing Indian river, a great portion
of the year, has been almost isolated, as
it were, from this part of the county. It
is thoughtthat this improvement will
tend largely, to the rapid development
of that portion of the eounty lyingsouth
of Mullett Lake, and must certainly
prove to be of great convenience to the
settlers already located in that seetion,
as well as of great utility and advan-
tage to lumbermen operating on the
Sturgeon river.

Hospital Dues,

In 1875 a new law in regard to the eol-
lection of hospital dues from vessels was
passed by Congress, but it has never, as
yet, been put into foree. The late Dr.
Woodworth, Surgeon General of the Hos-
pital Serviee, was, it is understood, the
author of the new law, which provides
that all erafts be divided into classes,
anc hospital dues be collected in ad-
vance (for season of seven months), ac-
cording to the tonnage of the vessel, in-
stead of as at present. The Hospital
Service is on the self-sustaining basis,
and no increase of the amount collect-
ed (40 cents a month for each man) is to
be made. The Treasury Department
will put this new law into effect next
season on the lakes,

Vessels of 500 to 600 tons will be
charged for nine men, vessels of 600 to
700 tons for ten men, vessels of 700 to
800 tons with eleven men ete., smaller
erafts proportionately less. All tugs
and steamers are also to be divided into
classes. It is urged that this new plan
will do away with the necessity of ves-
sels keeping so many books, and will
prove a great saving to the government
on clerk hire and stationery. On the
other hand, however, owners jurge that,
after the first frip in a season a vessel
may be laid up, or she may be lost, and
ask how, having paid in advanee, they
are going to get their money back. This
seems a  staggerer, and there
seems to be no way out of the dilemma
exeept for owners of crafts which are
laid up or lost to apply to the depart-
ment for the return of their money.

Loss of the City of New York

The Northern Transit propeller City of
New York which was wrecked on Mon-
day morning while making Lud-
ington harbor, was owned by Philo
Chamberlain of Cleveland, Ohio,
and was valued at $11,000. She was
built 1863, was of 504 tons burthen, and
rated B 1. While entering the harbor
she struck the outer bar with such foree
as to smash in her port side, letting the
waves wash her decks, filling her with
water and putting her fires out, She
was taken in tow by two tugs and towed
about two lengths inside the pier, where
she sank in 12 feet of water. Her cargo
consisted of 3,000 sacks of fiour and 1,
000 sacks of fead, besides other rolling
freight eonsigned to the Flint and Pere
Marquette railway. Both vessel and ear-
go were insured.

The declars
ation sets Torth that section 81 of the
actof 1846, organizing the Mirhigan
Southern railroad eompany,* provides
that the company shall pay to the -state
an annual tax of one-half of one per
cent. upon its eapital stock paid in, in-
cluding the §500,000 of purchase money
paid to the state, until February 1851
‘and thereafter an annual tax of three-
fourths of one per cent., and also upon
all loans made by the company; that by
virtue of an aet passed in 1855, the Mich-
igan Southern company became consoli-
dated with the Northern Indiana rail-
road company, and the provision relative
to state tax was incorporated in the eon-
solidating act, upon such portion of the
whole of its eapital stock and loans as
is actually employed within the state of
Michigan. There was a subsequent con-
solidation with the Lake Shore railway,
subjeet to all debts and liabilities of the
companies eonsolidated. By virtue of
its aceeptance of the aets of ineorpora-
tion and consolidation, and in consider-
ation of the rights gained thereby, it is
charged thaf defendants became liable
and were bound to pay the state of Mich-
igan three-fourths of one per eent. upon
such portions of its eapital stock and
loans as are actually employed in the
state of Michigan, and promised and
was bound to report to the anditor gen-
eral yearly the amount of its eapital and
loans employed in the state.

The declaration alleges that in the
year 1862, and every successive year
thereafter, up to and including the year
1869, the Michigan Southern and North-
ern Indiana company employed §3,000,-
000 capital and $3,000,000 loans in this
state which were not reported to the au-
ditor general, and upon whieh it has ne-
glected and refused to pay taxes; also
that in the year 1869, and every suceces-
sive year thereafter up to the present
time, the Lake Shore and Michigan
Southern railway company hasemployed
$5,000,000 capital and $4,000000 loans
in this state which it has not reported
to the auditor general and upon which
it has neglected to pay the taxes speei-
fied.

Therefore this suit is brought. The
nominal damages mentioned in the dee-
laration are £1,000,000, but the aectual
damage will be a matter of proof upon
the amount of eapital and loans employ-
ed in this state, Charles A. Kent is assoei-
ated with the attorney general as coun-
sel for the state.”

The national banks hold about one-
fifth of the United States honds, a large
of which are four and four and a
f per cent. If it were not for the
national banks, and if the paper cireu-
lation had consisted of greenbacks onl‘{.
the United States eould not have refund-
ed its debts at the t low rates of
interest. The national banking system
has ereated and maintained not only a
steady market for the United States bonds
for bank uses, but also ageneies through
which the people have been snpplied.

There are still outstanding 773 millions
in five and six per cents which will fall
due in 1881, These may prolnblr be re-
funded, exeept such as are paid, in three
and a half per eents—certainly in four
r cents—thus saving over 10
millions additional in annual interest.

A considerable part of the report is de-
voted to resumption and its effects. Re-
sumption has not produced a contrac-
tion of the currency, but a considerable
inflation, by adding large amounts of
eoin to our paper. The estimated total
amount of currency of coin, greenbacks
and bank notes in the country Novem-
ber first is 1,165 millions—or 380 mil-
lions more than any time before re-
sumption. This 3580 millions is mostly
in solid coin. It is estimated that the
treasury holds 150 millions in gold, and
50 millions in silver; that the banks hold
42 millions in gold and silver; and that
there are 231 millions in gold and silver
held by the people—all told, 473 millions
in ecoin. The eurrency in actual eircu-
lation, however, is much less than the
total amount in the country. From the
total amount in the country has to be
deducted the paper held in reserve or
else lying idle in the banks and other
places of deposit, and all the gold and
gilver eoin lying idle in the treasury and
