As has previously been noticed in this

paper the Congregationalism of this
state propose establishing a summer re- -i

sort at some point in the northern part
of the state. Of all the points in the
north there is none which will so near--1

ly 'till the bill" in every respect as can
be had in this county, located on the
shores of Mullet and Burt lakes. Already
the generosity of .Thompsom Smith of
Duncan has placed this location at their
disposal. The location is upon the in
land route, between Cheboygan and Pe- -
toskey, a route which is now equipped
with first-cla- ss steamers connecting
with rail at one end and daily boats
from Chicago and Detroit at the other,
and is upon two of the larpcs? and most
beautiful of the inland lak 3'f our state,
lakes which are stocked wiui fish and a
which are at all times safe for pleasure
boating. Within the next year the Jack
son, Lansing & Saginaw railroad will
doubtless be completed through these
grounds, which will give them a com-
munication with the outside world

by anyesort now established.
The same grounds were offered the
Methodists some years since, before their
establishment at Petoskey, and while
not a word could be chareed azainst
them, they were declined on account of
their inaccessibility at the time. Then
the "Inland Navigation Proiect" waa on
ly a theory, now it is an estab-
lished fact with boats running daily.
Then the railroad through the grounds,
could only bo seen by those who seemed

and by them only in the
dim distance. Some of our citizens were
disappointed that the Methodists did not
locate there. We said at the time, and
believe it yet, that the time will come
when they will regret that they did not.

If we secure the location of the Con
gregationallsts here, we will have lost
nothing. The reputation that the Meth
odist grounds have given Petoskey, the
Congregationalists will give this place
if we only secure them, and we feel cer
tain that this can be done if our people
take a small degree of interest in the
matter. At the time former attemDts
have been made to secure similar loca
tion, the county was not advanced
enough for such an undertaking. We
ean now compete with any place either
in regard to outside communication or
desirability of location.

The "Cltre-- f Cbeboygan.
We see by their advertisements that

the Messrs. Smith Brothers have decided
to name their new boat the "City of

This boat, from stem to stern, is en
tirely the product of Cheboygan work
manship. Even the lumber used in her
construction grew in Cheboygan forests,
and her iron parts would have been the
products of Cheboygan mines and works
had their been any iron mines or iron
industries here. As it is the boiler and
engines were built here by Cheboygan
mechanics.

She is, moreover, the first steamboat
ever built and equipped completely from
our own resources, and Messrs. Smith
Bros, have appropriately observed the
eternal niness or tmngs by naming

the craft after the city of her producing.
To show an appeciation of the efforts

of "the boys" to popularize our village,
we think it is as little as the citizens
can do to present the boat, on the day of
launching, with a forty-doll- set of col
ors, and we move that Capt. Brown, who
is to command her, be appointed a com
mittee of one to receive subscriptions
and purchase the colors. Who supports
the motion? . , .

She was advertised to
leave for Mackinaw and intermediate
points on Tuesday, but it does not seem
probable that she will reach other than
intermediate points.

The Northern Transit company's pro
peller City of New York, which met with

disaster at Ludington, last fall, and
lay on the beach during the winter, was
raised last week, and was found
to be so little injured that she was able
to proceed to Milwaukee without assist-
ance. She will be thoroughly overhaul-
ed and repaired before the season opens.

The Northern Transit company have
perfected the running arrangements of
their boats for the coming season.

ple and rosewood. The stairway has
been changed, now starting from just
aft of the pilot house, and being much
easier of ascent and descent. The seats
on the upper deck have been moved back
tothe railing and the space between
them has received a new floor, the old
grating having been thrown out, and the
whole permantly decked over. Both
her engines have been placed on one
shaft and will turn a , five-fe- et wheel,
having a seven-fe- et lead and it is thought
will greatly increase her speed and be
more economical in fuel.

The Shingle Trade.
The Saginaw Herald in its review of

the markets in that section says:
"The advancing wave has touched the

lumber trade, gently, it is true; in all its
brancnes, and among the rest, the arti
cle of shingles. One of our reporters, in
making inquiries among the shingle
dealers, found all of thein had advanced
their prices beyond our quotations, and
we this morning revise the list, snd put
up tne best brands to $3, while the coun
try brands have followed up to $2.75 and
$2.80. Among other facts we find that
Little Jake & Co. have refused large of
fers of sales at $2.75, and they held firm
for $3. It is also reported that one of
the leading manufacturers at Bay City
has contracted for several millions at
$2 and $3, all to be cut and delivered
The rise in lumber has been $2.50 to
$3.00 per thousand, which is equal to 60
cents per thousand on shingles, and that
proportionate increase will carry the
best trade to X3.iu. mere seems bnt
little if any doubt that shingles must
hold firm at these figures. The capacity
for cutting has not increased during
tne past two years, and cannot be in
creased in time to effect the market this
season. The consumption and demand
must increase, and with the present light
stock, all that our manufacturers have
to do is to hold them firm to realize,
what they have failed to receive for sey
eral years past, a lair profit.

The Lumber Market.
ine Lumoermans uazette, in its re

marks on the state of the lumber trade,
says: There are no signs of weakness
observable in the market, and it is hard
ly worth while to expect them to appear,
wniie tne stoct or lumber on dock is
about all disposed of and large orders
placed ahead at good round figures, some
as high as $7, $14 and $30, it is hardly
Erobable that even after navigation has

opened and trade has settled
upon me oasis oi tne season any materi
al reduction in prices will be obtained
Trade is reported active and sales nu
merous.
