Sad Poisonin&r One Case Fatal,
Yesterday Arthur Savage, Samuel

Robarge, and Willie McGinn, boys about
seven or eight years of age and sons of
well-know- n citizens of Cheboygan were
poisoned by eating wild parsnips, or
poisonous artichokes. Young Savage
was so effected that he fell, in convul-
sions, on the sidewalk near his home
and died soon after being carried
in. Young McGinn was attacked shortly
after dinner, while at home, and was
also thrown into convulsion. Dr. Gerow
was called and by prompt treatment he
succeeded in overcoming the influence
of the poisonous weed but the little fel-
low suffered greatly, having a number of
convulsive fits with short intervals be-
tween them. Young Robarge was at-
tacked in the school and created quite a
consternation among teachers and
pupils. Dr. Perrin was called and by
administering the proper remedies suc-
ceeded in counteracting the poison. Both
cases were critical and their recovery,
at one time was thought doubtful, but
they are improving rapidly and we are
glad to state are considered beyond dan-
ger. This will undoubtedly be a lesson
to all children and teach them to be
careful about what they eat. The death
of Arthur Savage is a sad event and the
bereaved parents have the sympathy of
all.

City of Cheboygan.
This new steamer, being built for

Smith Brothers, to run on thejinland
route, in connection with the Northern
Bell, is going to be a model of neatness.
She will differ from the Northern Belle in
that she will have two cabins, one fore
and aft, each fitted out with taste and
elegance. The ladies cabin, which is aft,
will be 18 feet by 11 feet, with wash
room and water closet in the rear. The
gentlemen's cabin will be forward of the
engines and will be 12 feet long by 11

feet in width at the rear and 8 feet at
forward end. There will be sufficient
width of deck each side of the cabins for
passengers to pass back and forward and
considerable deck room aft of the ladies
cabin where passengers can enjoy them
selves in various ways. She will also
have more room in her hold for freight
or baggage than the Belle has. The
boiler is approaching completion and as
soon as it is done the steamer will be
completed as rapidly as possible.

The tug J. W. Bennett cleared from
Cleveland Monday with four barges in
tow for Bay City.

The steamer Pearl came only to
Alpena this trip. The Granite State get-
ting stuck in the ice scared them away.

The John Kelderhouse, owned by the
Cheboygan Lumber Co., left Chicago
Monday morning, with a load of grain
for Buffalo.

The tog Bismarck was the first boat
belonging at this port to get up steam,
this season. She passed down through

; the bridge Monday.
, A steam barge and tow passed up
yesterday morning, taking the south
passage. She passed right along, seem-
ingly without difficulty.

A dispatch received at the board of
trade rooms, Detroit announced that the
Welland canal would be opened about
the 1st or 3d of May, or sooner if possible.

The Mary tried her new wheel and
new arrangements of her engines, last

i Wednesday evening. With seventy
pounds of steam she turned her wheel 120
revolutions a minute.

The government propeller Dahlia
left Detroit, Thursday of last week to
begin the work of laying buoys in the
Detroit and St. Clair rivers, Straits of
Mackinaw and Green Bay.

The barge Queen City cleared from
Bay City for Tonawanda claiming to
have 1,100,000 feet of lumber onboard.
The Bay City Tribune says vessel men
6ay she cannot carry that amount.

The two Canadian schooners, Muir
and Antelope, that went into winter
quarters here last fall, have been fitted
out ana are awating tne clearing away
of the ice in the straits, when they will
sail ior tnicago.

The first cargo sale of lumber of the
season in Milwaukee was made last
waek. The cargo of the steam barge
Crippen, consisting of 350,000 feeet of
scantling and joists, was sold at $10 50
per thousand. The first sale last year
was made at f6 do.

The Detroit papers say that a private
letter from Capt. Spalding, supennten
dent of the Sault canal, states that the
canal will not open before the 1st of
May and it might be, not before May 15th
This is not very favorable for the boats
on the Lake Superior lines.

The Marine City was the first steam
er to make this port. She returned from
Mackinac Sunday afternoon and after
seven or eight hours work succeeded
In getting through the ice and make-in- g

port. Hundreds of our citizens
visited the dock during the afternoon
and evening, all anxious to welcome the
first steamer. A continual stream of
persons were going and coming, anx
iously watenmg iter every move, ana
notwithstanding she did not get in un
til half past ten, quite a crowd were on
hand at the dock when she arrived.

The Northern Transit steamer
Granite State arrived from ' Chicago
Tuesday afternoon, being the first boat
through from Lake Michigan and the
second steamer to enter the liarbor. She
passed around . north of Mackinac island
and found the channel clear. The Cham
plain, or the same line, oroKe some

.of her machinery this side of Fox
islands and was taken in tow by the
Granite State and towed to Mackinac.
The Granite State got stuck in the ice
in going out from this port ana was un
til nine o'clock yesterday morning in
getting out.

The propeller Lothair and barge
Corrisande were the first Canadian craft
to report at the custom house, at this
port this season. They arrived in the
straits Friday of last week and Tuesday
the officers came ashore, having to drag
their yawl over about two miles of ice
and landed up the straits several miles,
where they hired a team to bring them
to town. This was reporting under dif
ficulties and we do not think that such
efforts and running such risks are re
quired or expected by the government,
Wednesday the Lothair. with her tow,
turned around and took the north pass
age ana will undoubtedly get through.

Plant Trees.
' We would suggest to our citizens the

propriety of planting shade trees along
the streets in iront oi their property
Last season quite a number were plant
ed and it would seem that the majority
or tnem nave survived, ana tne buds are
already beginning to swell upon them
Heretofore planting shade trees has not
been a successful venture, they almost
invariably dying, but from the success
attending the efforts of those who tried
it last year, we hope all will take new
courage and enter upon the work this
spring with renewed confidence. Noth-
ing adds more to the beauty and pleasant
appearance or a town, tnan handsome
shade trees along the streets. We see
no reason why Cheboygan should not be
well supplied in this respect. The trees
for planting can be found in abundance
quite convenient to the village and cer
tainiy xne smaii expense in procuring
them and setting out, and the taking
care of them would be amply repaid in a
few years by the improved appearance of
the village, and the comfort of having
nicely shaded walks during the heat of
tne day in summer. e make the sug
gestion, ana wouia be glad to see it car
ried out by the citizens.

is there not someun ahead for the new-
ly elected Supervisor of the township of
Beaugrand

answers.
No. 1, In answering this question we

would say that under the common law
a native born citizen of any country can-
not renounce his allegiance to the. coun
try where born, except by the consent of
his native country, and that section one
of article 14 of the constitution of the
United States provides "That all persons
born or naturalized in the United States
and subject to the jurisdiction thereof,
are citizens of the United States and of
the state wherein . they reside." As to
wnetner such a person as represented in
this question would be entitled to vote
would depend upon the length of his
residence in the state and town wherein
his vote was offered, and also as to
whether he was properly registered.

No. 2. A person may be a citizen of the
United States and yet not be a voter in
any particular locality, unless it be in
the town of Benton where they register
at any time and vote if their consciences
will admit of their taking the oath. ;

No. 3. , Yes, aliens have a right to vote
in this state under some circumstances,
viz: A person who has resided in this
state two years and six months and who
has declared his intention . of becoming
a citizen, six months next preceding an
election, has a right to vote at such elec-
