Village Council.
Condensed from Official Report.

A regular meeting of the council was
held last Tuesday evening, all present
except Trustee McArthur.

T.J. Crumley and others petitioned
for a ewer on Fulton street, West Dun-
can. Referred to committee on sewers.

The committee on claims and accounts
recommended the payment of sundry
accounts amounting in the aggregate to
$337.41.

The committee on streets and high
ways reported in favor of opening
Orinoco street on the east side of the
river.

The village tax roll for 1SS0 was pre
sented and the assessors valuation of the
real and personal property amounting
to $836,640 was approved.

It was voted to raise $2,091.60, being
1 mills on the dollar of the assessed
valuation, for highway purposes.

A resolution was adopted to collect a
poll tax of one dollar from every male
inhabitant of the village between the
ages of 21 and 50 years excepting active
firemen and such other persons, as are
exempt by law, to be used as a highway
fund, and the assessor was instructed to
spread said taxes upon the village roll
and deliver the same to the marshal for
collection, and that the President's
warrant shall - require the marshal to
collect the taxes within sixty days from
the date thereof and within the
same time pay it over to the Village
Treasurer. After receiving the rolls the
Marshal is required to be at his office n
the Saturdays of each week for the first
twenty days. Upon all taxes paid within
thirty days after he receives the rolls he
is authorized to add one per cent for col-

lection and after the thirty days four
per cent.

A resolution was adopted dispensing
with the services of John O Brien as
night watchman.

A resolution was adopted, requiring
the lllage Ireasurerto make a detailed
report of all receipts and disbursements
up to the present time, and hereafter to
make a detailed report every month.

Upon motion it was voted to allow
