to !eere the DeIrtl End.

We are proud of Cheboygan. We are
proud of her liberal and enterprising
citizens. When called upon to show
their liberality and enterprise in any
project looking to the advancement of
the village or county, they have always
proved equal to the occasion, and have
gained an enviable reputation in this
respect throughout the state. Their
resi)onse to the call to secure the right
of way through the village for the Jack-
son, Lansing & Saginaw railroad in or
der to have the road come to Cheboygan
was such as to fully sustain the reputa-
tion they had won. In accordance with
the call issued last week, a mass meet-
ing was held at the Town Hall last
Saturday evening. The attendance was
large, enthusiasm great, and the res
ponse for contributions prompt. The
The chairman stated the object of the
meeting and showed forcibly the impor-
tance of prompt action upon the part of
our citizens. The meeting was also ad
dressed by W. S. Humphrey, James J,
Brown, Hon. Win. McArthur, F. M. Sam-mo-

and Wm. Bartholoaiew, all being
enthusiastic in favor of Cheboygan tak-
ing advantage of securing railroad con-
nection with the outside world upon
such liberal terms as had been offered
by the officials of the J. L. & S. road.
The response by those present was
prompt and liberal, and each subscrip-
tion to the f uud was loudly applauded.
An estimate had been made of the
amount necessary to be raised in money
in addition to tne donations of land
which had been promised, and it was
slated to bo $2,(100. Since then it has
been ascertained that it would require
probably $1C0 more, or $3,CC0. In res-
ponse to the call for subscriptions .$1,-o- 3

were subscribed, W. S. Humphrey
heading the list wilh $300. This was
raised in a very short time. Motion was
made and adopted that a committee of
three, including the chairman, be ap-
pointed to solicit subscriptions and re-
port Monday evening, to which time the
meeting adjourned. Hon. Win. McA-
rthur and Chas. Bellent were appointed.

Monday evening the committee re-
ported an aggregate of $2,()13 subscribed,
and were authorized to continue their
good work, and also arrange for the
right of way. While as a general thing
our citizens have manifested their usu-
al spirit of enterprise and liberality, we
weregret to see, seemingly, a disposition
on the part of some to take advantage of
the important occasion to speculate off
of the liberality of their neighbors and
fellow citizens, and cannot help but
feel that those so disposed are standinn in
their own light and ' working against
their own interests as well as the inter-
ests of the entire cpmmunity."That all
may know who the .liberal and enter-
prising citizens are who have contribut-
ed to secure this much desired and long
wished for road, we give below the
names and amount subscribed. All will
see that many who have no real estate
interests have contributed liberally to
raise the necessary amount. In addition
to the money subscribed, liberal dona-
tions of land have been made. McA-
rthur Smith & Co. donate about 10 acres,
in addition to which we understand, the
company desire a few acres near the
the terminus of their road at the dock
for turning table, side tracks etc., and
this McArthur, Smith & Co have prom-
ised to donate. The road, as run, passes
through A, P. Newton's field, back of his
fine residence, taking about l?i acres,
which Mr. Newton donates. It passes
through R. Patterson's second platted
addition to the village, taking of an
acre. This Mr. Patterson donates.
It also passes through his first
addition. Here it takes off the fronts of
some lots that are improved, having
good dwellings upon them beside badly
cutting up unimproved lots. For the
damage to the improved property, Mr.
Patterson thinks he is entitled to some
compensation. Wm. Bartholomew also
donates something over a half acre. M.
W. Horn donates about one acre, and we
understand, in addition to this has
promised to donate land for depot.
John W. McGinn donates about a half
lot on Black River avenue.

It is
important that the money should be
paid in as there is no telling how soon
it may be needed, and as the committee
has already done considerable hard
work, we would 'suggest to those who
have not paid, that they do not wait to
be called upon, but call upon Mr. Bell
at his office and Dav. It will be seen
from the above that there is yet lacking
over $200 to make the $3,000. Several
citizens have not yet contributed and
we have no doubt the small sum lacking- -
can be raised without much trouble.

Lighthouses.
Genl Weitzel. in charge of the light-

houses of this, the 11th district, has com
pleted his report for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30. From an abstract of the
report, published in the Post and Tri-
bune, we glean the following having a
local interest:

During the yenr a duplicate fog signal
was erected at Spectacle reef station.
Lake Huron. A shore station it much
needed, and an appropriation of $30,000
Js recommended for this purpose. Pre-
vious reports have recommended the es-
tablishment of this station in connec-
tion with a buoy stationed at Scammon's
harbor. .

A fifth order iTns fvJlonger meets the
demands of the immense commerce pass-
ing through the straits of Mackinaw. A
third order light should be established
at Cheboygan,and it is recommended that
$3,000 be appropriated to be expended in
making this change. An appropriation
of $15,000 is recommended for the estab-
lishment of a lighhouse in the straits of
Mackinaw.

The lighthouse board has ordered a
steam siren to be erected at McGulpin's
Point. Some time ago authority was re-
quested to substitute a steam fog whis-
tle, but as yet no reply has been receiv-
ed.
The-statio- at Waugoshance, Lake Mich-
igan, is entirely ont of repair, and needs
entire reconstruction, as well as a steam
fog whistle. An appropriation of $25,CC3
is recommended for this purpose.
This is one of the important stations in
the district.

A station at Little Traverse has been
recommended in the last seven annual
reports. Here is an excellent harbor of
refuge, and it should be made easy of
access at all times. A fog signal should
also be established. An appropriation
of $15,000 is recommended for this work.

An appropriation of $2.0C3 is availa-
ble for a small beacon light on Frying
Pan island, at the month of St. Mary's
river, Michigan. As soon as the site can
be purchased the station will be erected.

Railroad Prospect.
C. M. Hubbard, of that live paper, the

Bay City Daily Tribune, has been taking
observations along the Jackson, Lansing
k Saginaw railroad and writing up
Northern Michigan. In regard to the
prospects of the extension of the road he
says:

"The Jackson, Lansing & baginaw
railroad affords every facility to settlers,
and offers its land to those who are seek
ing homes upon reasonable terms. By
the timelanother year rolls by, the con-
nection with the straits of Mackinac
will be completed and the desirable land
lying between Gaylord and Cheboygan
opened up to the tide , of. immigration.
The surveyor is is now at work staking
out the line as far as Indian river, some
thirty miles from Gaylord, and I am as-

sured by one of the officers of th road
that a force of men will be set to work
in the course of a few weeks clearing
and grading the road bed ready for the
iron. It is hardly probable that anything
more than the grading of the road will
be accomplished this season, but I have
the assurance from those in authority
that before the snow flies in 1881 the
connection between Bay City and the
straits of Mackinac will be complete"

Farm Laborers Wnses.
The annual report of Colonel Worth--

in srton. the statistician of the Agricul
tural Department, just made public,
gives SOIUH lUieifbimg lacis ntucnuius
farm labor and wages. In the Pacific
and mining states and territories the
ranire of wasres for farm laborers with
out board, is between $30.75 in Montana
and $22.50 in T ashmgton territory. Of
the states east of the Mississippi, Minne-
sota Days her farm laborers better than
any other Northern state.monthly wages
with board being $16.33, while Vermont
pays only $12.00 In the Southern States
the prices paid range from $12.26, in
Louisiana to $7.32, in South Carolina, the
average being $9.60, The cost of the sub-
sisting the laborer for the average of the
whole country in 1880 is $7.17 a month,
against $7.14 in 1879. The demand for
laborers is good in au sections or -- ine
country.

If an exhibition of the products of our
county is to be made at the fair, now is
the time to eet the matter started. The
farmers should be solicited to carefully
select and preserve with care samples of
grain ana grass, inese should be done
up in bundles six or eieht inches in
diameter and firmly bound with bands
ever few inches to keep them in good
shape and avoid danger from handling.
We would suggest that the Agricultural
society again take the matter in hand,
and that a meeeting of the Board of
Directors be called to appoint a com
mittee to take charge of the matter. We
know that the society is not in a condi-
tion, financially, to bear the expense of
this but we believe there is enterprise
and liberality enough among our citi-
zens to sustain them in anything they
would undertake looking to securing a
good showing for our county at the com-
ing fair. In our opinion this is an im-
portant matter and should be attended
to at once.
