The Propeller Lake Erie Hun Into by
the Northern lueen and aunk The
Queen In Attempting to make Man
iNtlqe strike the liar at the Mouth
of the river and ! Total Eonn.

The first of the week Mc Arthur, Smith
& Co., agents for the New England
Transportation Co.,theCollingwood line,
received a telegram asking for particu-
lars of tho loss of the propeller Lake
Erie, of that line. This was the first in-

timation of any disaster to the boats. A

captain of a steambarge, passing down,
was in port Tuesday, and reported that
wreckage of the .Erie had washod ashore
at the Beavers. The Chicago Tribune
published the first reliable information
of the disaster, and from its account we
learn that the, accident happened about
6 a. m. Thursday, during a severe and
blinding snow storm, the propeller
Northern Queen collided with the pro-

peller Lake Erie off Charity islands,"
Lake Mickigan. Tho Lake Erie was
struck about the after gangway, and
sunk in an hour and 40 minutes afte col
lision. The crew of tho Lake Erie was
taken on board "the "Northern Queen,
when it was found that one of the deck-

hands was badly scalded from escaping
steam. Capt. Cameron immediately
headed the Northern Queen for Manis-tiqu- e,

Michigan, for the purpose of ob-

taining assistance for the unfortunate
man, but he died before medical aid
could reach him. Both the Northern
Queen and Lake Erie were bound to

of Canada. The Northern Queen suffer-

ed slight damage comparatively.
The Queen was lost on Friday evening

in the attempt to get into the mouth of

the Manistique river. She struck on the
bar and broached to, closing the chan-

nel and was so broken up that the schoon-

er Starke ran through or over her amid-
ships into the rive. The crews of the
Queen and Erie went south by rail from
Escanaba last Tuesday.

The JNorthern Queen was owned in
Collingwood, worth $15,000. Insurance
$5,400 each in the Traders and British
associations. The cargo of the Lake
Erie was insured in the Chicago pool for
$10,700. The hull was insured in the
Canadian pool, the limit of the insurance
being $18,720. Of this amount the
rhoenix insurance company, is interest-
ed, through a Canadian agency, to the ex-

tent ofi$5,000.

This company have been particularly
unfortunate losing four out of their five
steamers In twelve months. The Simcoe
having foundered on the 24th of Novem-

ber, last year, exactly a year to a day of
the loss of the Lake Erie, both going
down on the 24th and the Queen was lost
on the 25th making a year and a day
from the time of the loss of the Simcoe.

The Columbia of the same line was lost
off of Frankfort, Lake Michigan
about two months ago. The
loss of these four steamers leaves the
propeller Canada, the only boat surviv-
ing of this well-know- n line. Since the
line was established the boats have
landed a large number of Immigrants in
this part of tho state, many of whom

will be sorry to learn of the misfortune
that has befallen the line.

The agents in Chicago believe that the
deficiencies in boats will be made up by

"new propellers. The owners have plen-

ty of money, there is a demand for such
a line, and it is proposed to keep it up.

The Northern Queen belonged to Charles
Cameron and Thomas Long. These gen-

tlemen have been very unfortunate,
losing three steamers, one each fall, for
three successive seasons. Tho Waubuno
li the fall of 1870, the Simcoe last fall
and now the Queen. In addition to
tMs Mr. Long suffered from a disastrous
fire in Collingwood a few months since,
losing a large amount of property.

A NEW INVENTION.

Which Promlaea to Revolutionize
; the Present Hy lit em of Halt Manufae
ture and Iteduee the Kxpenae One.
Half.
Messrs. Alex McBean and J. II. Wat-

son, of Tawas City, have invented a sys-
tem of manufacturing salt by use of hot
water instead of steam, and their inven-
tion is now being used with the very
best of results in the large salt block at
Tawas City, and is designed, without
doubt, to revolutionize the present sys-
tem of salt making. The invention
substitutes boiling and super-heate- d

water for steam, and forces the same
through the ordinary steam pipes in the
f;rainers and back into the boilers, where

heated, and thus used over
and over again. The hot water leaves
the boilers under any desired pressure
that the pipes can safely withstand, and
therefore passes through the grainer
pipes in a super-heate- d condition and
without being changed to steam (because
of the pressure) is brought back to the
boiler and again heated and sent on its
mission, circulating from boiler to block
and from block to boiler as long as

the circulation being effected by an
ordinary steam pump or other suitable
boiler feeder. The inventors claim that
the same, and even a greater temperature
Can be maintained in the grainrs of a
salt block with one-ha- lf the boiler capa-
city and one-ha- lf the fuel that the ordi-
nary steam block requires, and that the
apparatus can be applied to any s earn
salt block at slight expense. The follow-
ing careful test, made by Henry Clark
and Mr.Watson, in the presence of J. W.
King, A. McBean, O. S. Darling, James
Syrue and others, will give an idea of
the practical results that ean be attained
through the invention, and it must be
remembered that this was the first test
made, and was made under peculiar
disadvantages. The hot water pump
was connected with tho grain pipes of
two grainers with a 4x6 water cylinder,
supplied with a discharge pipe
and a suction pipe, and running
at 80 strokes per minute. When the
pump was started the water was going
into the boiler at a temperature of 50 de-
grees and the brine in the grainers was
at 100 degrees. After running 30 min-
utes the water going into the boiler was
at 130 and the brine in the grainers was
at 120. This was at 0 p. m. At 7. o'clock
the water going into the boiler stood at
142 and the brine at 130: 7:30 the water
stood at 154 and the brine at 140; at 8
o'clock the water stood at ICS and the
brine at 158; at 8:30 the water stood at
170 and the brine at 170: at 9 o'clock the
water otood at 1U8 and the brine at 182;
at 9:30 the water stood at 190 and the
brine at 188; at 10 o'clock the water
stood at 194 and the brine at 192, and at
10:30 the water stood at 198 and the
brine at 190. The next morning the
water going into the boilers after hav-
ing made the circuit of the salt block,
stood at 204 degrees, and the brine in the
grainers stood at 200, and that tempera-
ture had been reached by using but one-ha- lf

the boiler capacity that nad pre-
viously been used, and with moderate
firing at that.

We understand that since the above
test was made the brine in the grainers
hss been brought up to the boiling point,
and that it can be maintained at or
near that point, if desirable, with per-
fect ease; also that the block is now
making nearly 50 per cent more salt
than formely from the same grainers
and with considerable less fuel and ex- -

also that the quality of salt madeJiense; finer, owing to the rapid n.

One of the practical features
of the invention is the ease with which
manufacturers using the improvement
can change from hot water to steam and
vice versa, without expense, thus accom-
modating their salt works to the needs
of saw mills or other manufactures
where steam is required to be used a
portion of the time, or, by having the
pipes and connections of sufficient
strength, boilers could be arranged to
make salt by the hot water process at the
same time the mill machinery is being
run by steam. Bay City Tribune.

road, known a9 the Alger road, is fully
