That is the Verdict in the Gui-tea- u

Trial.

The Closing Scenes In the Most
Noted Criminal Trial in the

Annals of the Country.

Last Wednesday afternoon the news
was flashed by telegraph over the world
that the jury in the Guteau trial had
rendered a verdict of "guilty as indicted."
The news reached Cheboygan in the even-
ing and soon was the general topic of
conversation and the fee'llng expressed
oyer the verdict was one of general exul
tation that the dastardly coward and
blasphemous wretch was likely at last
to receive his just deserts. The verdict
lifted a load off of the minds of all, for
it was greatly feared that there would
be a disagreement of the jury and that
the country would be again afflicted
with the disgrace of another trial. The
news of the verdict was hailed with sat-

isfaction all over the United States, it
being the universal verdict of the Amer
ican people and in keeping with the
voice of the nation demanding that tho
foul assassin bo hanged. The following
particulars of the closing scenes of the
trial we take from the telegraphic re
port as published In the Bay City Tri-

bune of Thursday, a copy of which we
were kindly furnished by Capt. E. A'
Bouchard, who was fortunate enough to
procure it from the train Thursday
evening.

, rTHE JTOY OUT.
After th jury had been out about 20

Before leaving the court
room he evinced considerable nervous
ness, but on getting away to compara
tive seclusion his usual composure and
assurance soon returned to him. He
sent out for some apples, with which he
treated his attendants, meanwhile
chatttng familllarly and y.

WHAT HE EXPECTED.
lie was asked what he thoueht the

jury would do, and replied, "Ithfnkthet
will acquit me or disagree, don't you?'

QUICK work.
Within 10 minutes after the recess had

been taken the jury called to the bailiff
in waiting that they were ready with
their verdict. They were informed that
recess had been taken and Judge Cox
had left the court room; so they remain
ed in tneirroom until the court reassem
bled.- -

THE NEWS FLIES.
The rumor that the jury had agreed was

quickly spread from one to another, and
the excited crowd surged back into the
court room and anxiously awaited what
all seemed to expect, a verdict of guil
ty. .

SCENE IN THE COURT.
The musty, antique room is devoid of

gas and the score or more of candles
which had been placed upon the desk of
the judge, counsel and reporters, impart
ed a weird and fancifully unnatural as
pect to the grim old place. The shadows
thrown upon the dark background of
the walls seemed like a ilittiug specter
to usher in a sombre procession of those
who held in theirhands the destiny of a
numan oeing. t irst came the prisoner
with a quick nervous step, and as he
seated hfmslf in the dock, nerhans for
the last time, the light of a solitary
canaie ieii iuu upon ms race and dis
closed its more than usual pallor. Not
a tremor of the limbs or movement of
the muscles of the face was observable
as he threw back his head and and fixed
his gaze upon the door through which
the jury were to enter. Judge Cox soon
afterwards took his seat, the crier called
"order," and the jury at 5:35 filed elowly
into their seats. Every sound was
hushed save the voice of the clerk, as he
propounded to the foreman the usual in
quiry. Clear and distinct came the re
ply, "We have." "What is your verdict

Guilty or not guilty?" With equal
distinctness came the repiy,

"flUILTY A3 INDICTED."
Then the pent up feelings of the vast

crowd round expression In an uproari
ous demonstration of applause and ap
proval. "Order, order," shouted tho bail
iffs.

Scoville and counsel for the prosecu
tlon were simultaneously unon their
feet. Scoville attempted to address the
court, but the district attorney shouted,

Wait till we have the verdict complete
and in due form of law." Order was at
length restored and the clerk again ad-

dressing the jury said, "Your foreman
says, "Guilty as indicted; so say we all of
us?" "We do," all responded. ,

ANOTHER DEMONSTRATION OF APPROVAL.

followed this announcement, not so
prolonged as the first. Scoville, still
upon his feet, demanded the poll of the
ury. which was granted, and eacn luror

was called by name and each in a firm
oice promptly responded, "uuiity.
as the last name was caiiea, me

prisoner shrieked, "My blood will be up-

on the heads of that jury; don't you. for
get it."'

Scoville again addressed tne conrt say
ing: "Your honor, I do not desire to for
feit any rights I may have under the
law and practice in this district. If
there is anything that I ought to do
now to save those rights, I would be in
debted to your honor to indicate it to
me.

Judge Cox in reply assured him he
should have every opportunity; that the
charge would be furnished him in print
and he . wouia De accoraea an
the time allowed by law within which to
file his exceptions, and that he would
also be entitled to four days within
which to move in arrest of judgment. '

GUITEAU S DESPERATION.
Guiteau, who from the moment Judge

Cox began the delivery of his charge,
had droDDcd completely nis air 01 nip- -
pant arrogance and sat with rigid fea
tures and compressed lips, caned out in
tones of desperation, "God will avenge
this outrage."

THE JURY DISMISSED. .

Judge Cox then turned to the jury
and said: "Gentlemen of the jury I can-
not express too many thanks for the
manner in which you discharged your
duty. You have richly merited the
thanks of your countrymen, ana l ieei
assured you will take with you to your
homes the approval or your conscience.
with thanks, gentlemen or tne jury,
I dismiss you." " :

With this announcement tne court
was adjourned and the now famous trial
which had absorbed the nubile interest
and attention for more than ten weeks,
was ended. The crowd quickly left the
court room and the prisoner, gesticulat-
ing with his manacled hands, was led
out. As he passed the reporter's tables
he leanded over and called out to an ac
quaintance, "The eourt en banc will re
verse this business."

GUITEAU'S APPEARANCE
was that of a man deeply moved with in-

dignity which had been put upon him.
As he was being put in the van the
crowd of men and boys yelled and shout
ed themselves hoarse in mockery of the
prisoner s constant boast, "rhe - Amen
ean press and people are an witn me.
The van was aulcklv drawn away fol
lowed till out or sicrat Dy tne jeers ana
yells or the crowd.

SCOVILLE S INTENTIONS.
Scoville will Drobably file a motion in

arrest of judgment and for a new trial
on exceptions. The law gives the de
fendant four days to me a motion ana
reasons for a new trial, and it is cut
tomary for the court, the same day, to
hear argument thereon. Should this
motion be overruled the defendant will
appeal to the general term, and under
the law the defendant is entitled to a
suspension of sentence till after the
next general term, time not exceeding
30 days. The January general term is
now In session and the case cannot go
there but will be appealable to the April
term. It is the custom for the April
term to run until September, taking a
recess over July and August, but should
It be closed by the latter part or may,
then, if the judgment is affirmed, the
execution might take place in July.
