A Rougrh Experience. h

« John H. Waterman reforned home
from his eamp, near Trowbridge station,
Thursday evening and reports his lum-
bering operations moving satisfactorily.
They had a rather rough experienee in
getting atarted. He with his crew went
up Monday of. last week aod arrived at
their camp Iate in the evening, ina
blinding snow storm. They found their
shanty had been completely gutted,
doors, floors, benches, bunks, tables, &e.
had been converted Into firewood by var-
ious parties who had sheltered there
sinee they last yacated the camp. The
windows had been wantonly destroyed
and theibuilding was not much better
than asnow drift, for a lodging place,
but they had to make the best of it and
make themselved as comfortable ns pos-
gible. To make matters more uncom-
fortable, a carload of supplies, upon
which they depended for subsistence, got
blockaded by the snow o the track and
did not arrive until several days later,
and then only after considerable tele-
graphing had been done to hurry it up.
The men were obliged to forage around
among the settlers in that region, and
borrow enough of fthe necessaries of life
to subsist on until the car arrived. In
the mean time Mr. Waterman had been
ordering windows and having the quar-
ters put in shape so that when the proy
ender arrived they were ready for busi-
ness and when he left they had got well
started, and the crew consisting of 16
men and four teams were putting in logs
at the rate of about 24,000 feet per day.
He reports the snow, upon his arriyal,
abont two feet deep, but says the soft
wenther has settled it fully one half,

ATATE NEWS,

During the month of November 3,842
immigmnts entered the United States
at Port Huron.

At Niles, last Monday was next to the
coldest dl{ of the season, the thermome
eter marking 10 degrees below zero,

A garpike 15 inches long came throngh
the water pipes at Niles, from Barron
Lake four miles away, and now deecor-
ates the aquarium at the eity post-office.

A writer at Old Mission ﬁ]{lurea ug the
value of fruit sold from the Grand Tray-
erse peninsular this year at over $34.-
000, It was also an “off year” for fruit.

The contract has been let for building
a ten-mile rection of the Marquette,
Hnuil;t,un & Ontonagon railroad exten-
sion between Houghton and L'Anse. The
entira 30 miles will probably be ready
for service early next fall,

The slaughter of the Michigan pine is
being waged with all the modern  im-
provements. One of the Grand Haven
firms operating at Six Lakes not only
has a steam log railway, but lights up
the camps, rollways, ete, by means of
street lamps,

After two yenra constant pumpinr the
bottom has been reached at the long-
flooded and abandoned old National
‘mine near Ontonagon and all the water
taken out. Aetive operations wil' soon
begin at the mine, whieh has a  600-foot
shaft and a rich supply of mineral.

The Saginaw City saw mills have ent

200,623,020 feetof pine this season; the
East Saginaw mills 161,135,442, feet, and
the mills at Bay City and thereabouts
B61,102,740 feet., Thus the total cut in
Baginaw valley is 1,012,915,211 feet. The
heaviesteut in any previons year was
that of 1881, which was 982320317 feet.
There was algo 278,514,000 shingles made
in the valley this year.
* An artiele in the Northwestern Mining
News shows that during the past year
five Michigan mining companies have
paid their stock-holders $340,000 more
than the actual palst-ug' capital of the
companies. They are the Atlantie, Cal-
vmet & Heela, Central, Osceola, and
Quiney. Sinee they were opened these
mines have paid nearly 11 times the
amount of their paid-up eapital, and
have palil one-fifth of the dividends pald
by all mining companies in the United
States during the past year.
