Roans.—It would be well for the
Leglature to send special committecs
over the conntry roads of the state to
ascertain whether any legislation in re-
ference to road laws is necessary. If
the road boards, as at present constitus
ted, have not the right to make good
roads, let that authority. be rested in
them at once, The country roads of
this 2ounty are almosi impassable for a
man on horse-back, and hauling in ma-
ny places is a simple impossibility, In

majerial that will make good roads is
rock. We have plenty of it. Let it be
put upon the roads, If a road master
can ooly make one-half mile of good
road 10 a year, let him do that and he
will have something to shew for the
money paid by the people. Heretolore
every road master has been in the hab-
it of working at the same places on his
road every year. He fills up with dirt
the hollows cut by water in the middle
of the road, and then calnly wails until
it 1s washed out again when the same
work is repeated. One road masier of
unusual energy worked six miles of rond
in one day and had buta small number
of hands. Every hand, of course walk-
ed twelve miles. The quality can be
judged, as in many other cases, by the
quantity, Let more rock be used and
let the worst points of the road be
macadamized. .
