I have been, and am now, in favor of

the re-adjustment of the debt; an ad¬
justment in ihe language of the August
Convention "which shall bring the an¬
nual interest upon our entire indebted¬
ness within the revenues of the State
(jjrrived ¡Vom the present rate of taxa¬
tion, and to do equal justice to all class¬
es of public credlton." To carry out
this doctrine, laid down by the parly, it
waa the duty of the General Assembly
to pasa auch measures a- would give
practical effect to the will of the people
so emphatically expreaseu. Virginian*
have been taught that the will of the
people, when expressed through their
General Assembly, should be the law
of the land. The introduction of the
vrii. power i» new to us,and was brought
among us by strangers, and under the
ui-ci ssity of reconstruction became a

part ofour organic law. It is only in
i- ises ot plain and palpable violation of
the Constitution.casca never likely to
occur, for it is not pr« sum« d that such a

bill could ever pass a Legislature of Vir¬
ginia.that the Governor ought to in-
terpose hia veto.
The Constitution makes it the duty of

the General Assembly to pass laws to
raise r« vonuc for the support of the
Government. The Barhour bill con¬

templated that oliject. In view ofthe.se
facts, and the further feet that the Gov¬
ernor liad seemed to remit (hat whole
question to the »Legislature, I had not
suppos« d fu- a moment he would veto
ihe bill. His course La deeply to b
¿retted. The first duty of ihe State is
to control her taxes so aa to préserve
her existen ; for without this anarchy
follows, and we would have neither SO»

uor the nu aus ofpaying anything ;
linn ihe preservation of her humane
inatiiuliona and ber educational system.
After these objects are attained, then
the next highest obligation of the State
is i»i her creditors.

I favor any re-adjustment within the
,,; rate ni'taxation that will accom¬

plish these ends. In doing this, I re¬
gard the Statr supreme, and any at-

-iii the pan of the Federal Gov¬
ernment to interfere with this ex..

of supreme power by the State, will be
oppo-id by nie lo tiie last extremity.
These views, in substance, I have

uniformly expresa« '1. They have been
cordially received by a very large ma¬
jority of the people, and have been en¬

tirely satisfactory to all He-Adjusters
who wanted t" be satisfied.
