«.t» Baltimore and Ohio Railroad and
the Weil.Virginia Legislature.

The select committee of the Wi-«t
Virginia Legislature have made belli
majority and minority reports on the
matters submitted at the last session of
that Legislature touching the relations
of the Baltimore aud Ohio railroad to
the people of the State. lîoth reporte,
while claiming that ihe company has
not strictly abided by the laws of 1837
and 184" regulating charges for freight
and passengers, Ac, are couched in a

temperate and conciliatory spirit, ad¬
mitting that such *rreat and radical
chauoes have taken place iu the railroad
s\ stem of the country since the dato
«jf those laws, that literal otsedience to

them would have been practically im¬

possible, and conceding that a liberal
compromise upon the controverted
points will be the most equitable set¬
tlement of the difficulty. Both reports
note the benefits that will accrue to the
State's commerce from the concessions
embodied in the railroad's proposed new
schedule, and Senator Johnson, the au

thor of the minority report, claims that
it will sayo the people of the State half
a million dollars anuually. The Wheel¬
ing Intelligencer, in commenting upon
these reports, says :

" As to the view likely to be taken
by the Legislature of the points raised
by these reports we presume not to

predict. It e incline to hope that the
Legislature will meet the company iu
the new spirit ol conciliation and com¬

promise that it evinces. It is the part
of statesmanship to recognize such an

overture. Nothing need be conceded as

a matter of principle affecting the con¬

struction si' the laws referred to. The
principle can be held in reserve as a

protection when needed. It is well to
have a reserve oí that sort. The peo¬
ple can be better trusted with a reserve
than can any railroad. We seem to
have the Baltimore and Ohio at an ad¬
vantage just now, but let us be careful
how wc avail ourselves of it. The Bal¬
timore and Ohio road gives more e ri-
dence now than at any previous time iu
its history of a desire to be on friendly
terms with the people of West Virginia*
Let us meet the company in the same

spirit."

The message oi'Gov. Marks ofTenn.,
to the Legislature says the payment of
no part of the State debt can be renew¬

ed until there shall be an adjustment of
Of it on such basis as will briug the debt
within the ability of the taxpayers to
meet it.
