Garfleld vs. Conkling.

How THE SPLIT 18 REGARDED—COM-
MENTS 0F THE PRESS,

The split between President
Garfield and Senator Conkling,
which kas resulted in the with-
drawal of all the New York nomi-
nations except that of Judge
Robertson for collector, has natural-
ly elicfed editorial comment from
the leading newspapers. The
annexed extracts will indicate how
the contest Is viewed:

The New York Herald (indepen-
dent) claims that the President
should have advised with the New
York Senators in the appointments
for that State. charges that there
has been “office dickering” at the
White House, and adds : ‘The two
conspicuous instances—those which
have brought upon him the most
odium and reproach—are those of
Mr. Robertson to be collector of
New York and Mr. Wm, E.
Chandler to be solicitor-general.
We say deliberately that the Sen-
ator who voted to confirm either
Chandler or Robertson is to his
duty and to his ocath.’

New York Tribune, (republican)
‘At last, it would seem, President
Garfield has concluded that the
business of peace and harmony is a
partnership arrangement in whieh
one side cannoi be required to
furnish all the capital ef conde-
scension and kindness while the
other puts in only misrepresenta-
tion and abuse. If Senator Conk-
ling wants to put himselfin a
gracefal and advantageous posi-
tion and at the same time harmo-
nige all sections of the party in this
State, let him rise in the Senate
and move the confirmation of Judge
Robertson. That will settle the
whole difculty—a difficulty, let it
always be remembered, which is
wholly of his own creation.’

New York Times, (republican:)
‘In a contest between Mr. Garfield
and Mr. Conkling, in which both
ghall use the same or like weapons,
and seek similar ends, in which
boeth shall, in short, act the part of
politicians of the baser sort, the
country will take very little in-
terest indeed. It will only feel
that the highest functions of the
government in the White House
and in the Senate are being per-
verted to a very base and discredi-
table use.’

Philadelphia Press, (republicant)
‘Gien. Garfield has thus far been
patient and forbearing; he has de
sired to avoid a controversy; but, if
itis to be a fight, he accepts the
goge of battle. His first short is &
broadside.’

Philadelphia  Inquirer, (rep.)
‘Evidently Mr. Garfield has made
up his mind to be President. The
blow he dealt Senator Conkling
yesterday was a flat declaration of
war with that domineering states-
man, and itis not hard to guess
which will win the victory.'

Philadelphia Times, (Ind.) *The
President is apparently determined
to convince the country that he is
merely a politician. He has simply
withdrawn these nowminations to
spite Mr. Conkling, and it is,
therefore, evident that he never
made them in the intereat of the
public service. He has done Mr.
Conkling no injustice. That gen-
tleman is as deep in the mire as
the President.

‘The
action of the President will be
generally commended. Itis good
strategy. Conkling’s policy was to
confirm all the nominations he
favored and suspend the principal
ene—that of Robertson. That he
would claim as a victory, If there
is to be a fight there ought to be a
fair field, and the President, in
contending for the duties and pr ivi.
leges of lus office, is entitled to all
the legitimate weapons within his
reach, and it istobe hoped he will
use them vigorously. Senatorial
blackmailing is a vice that ought to
be abolished.’
