This season, as usual, brings

numerous inquiries in regard to
those subjects so dear to the house-
wifely heart; pickle and preserve
making. Even if these matters
have already received the careful
consideration of the Household there
is always some one wanting fresh
information when the time for such
work comes round again. ‘How
can I can green corn so that it will
keep?” *What can 1 do to make
jelly that won't jelly, jelly 7' *How
ean I get nd of the seed of grapes
which are so objectionable in that
frait after it is cooked ?* *What is
the best way to make grape jelly so
that it will be firm ?" are ell ques
tions that have been asked and an
swered, and now that tiiey are again
the subjects of inquiry I say once
more, you can't can green corn £o
that 1t will keep. Don't try. Dry it,
or pack it in salt, or camit in tin
with an equal quantity of tomatoes,
or best of all, Luy it already canned.
You can do mnething te improve
jelly after it is once cold Any
forther beating will turn it into
syrup.  Use it as it is, for cake, to
sweelen apple-sauce or canned truit
or marmalade, or pudding sauces
thin a glass of it with water. thick-
en it with corn starch, cool in a
meuld and serve with sweetened
cream, and mext time you make;
jelly be sure you do it properly and
use only such fruit as jellies well:
cherries and strawberries do not,
and grapes a1 d peaches are uncer
tain. Dow't make grape Jelly;
green grapes will make a firm jelly
Lut the flavor is mot particularly
goed, and the flinty sugar erystals
that form in all grape jelly are ob
Jjectionable.

We heve a great quantity of
grapes and I should like to know
tle best way of canuning or pre-
serving them for winter use. Can
Clara Francis tell me why my suc-
cess with canned fruit is so uncer
tain? 1 use Masen's jars and take
the same precautions with all, and
some keep well while others mould
and ferment.

CANNING FRUIT.

Is such a simple process that it
acems strange it should ever prove
so troublesome and risky. Failores
are generally due to defective jara
or rubbers. These latter after a
ceason or two lose their elasticity
and Lecowe se loose as to be of no
avail in excluding the air. The

fiast step in capning should Le to
sce that the jars are sweet and clean
t be rul bers whole and close-fitting
and the tcp in good working order.
Place two jars in a dish with a
folded towei saturated with cold
water wnder them. Put a silver
spoen in each jar. Use a canfiller,
(which isatin with sloping sides
and no bottom. fitting irto the top
of the jar.) and a ladle, a small
pitcher if you have no can filler.
When the fruit is ready, fill the jar
fall, move the gpoon around (to let
out the air)and remove it, then fill
the jar to overflowing with juice,and
screw on the top as speedily as pos.
sible. When all are full wash the
jars and wipe them dry, give the
tope an additional turn as the glass
cools and contracts snd loosens
them, then turn them upside down
to stand over night. Label the
jars, put them in a cool, dark closet
and if the work is properly dene yon
will never bear n single fizzle—
After the fruit is ured the rubber
will be kept in better condition if is
put, clean and dry, inside ot the
jar, which should also be thorough-
ly cleansed and put away with the
top screwed on. DMasow's jar as
good as any.

A gocd rule for canning most
fruite is a pound of sugar and a
cup et water for every three pounds
of frmi.  Make the syrup and cook
the fruit in it until tender and well
heated through. Use a porcelain
or granite kettle and a silver or
wooden spoon.
