on the evening of the collision
there wag high fog. The Laxham
was going slow and both steamers
were sounding their whistles, when
the Gijon stuck the Laxham amid-
ship and the latter was nearly cut
asander. The funnel fell and the
steam pipe was burst, The chief
engineer in reversing the engine
was horribly sealded.

Most of the Laxham’s erew boar-
ded the Gijon. Oapt. Lothian tied
his wife and child to himself, and
all three were thus hanled aboard
the Gijon by arope. The Laxham
sank twenty minutes after the
collision occurred, [t was not long
before the Gijon began to settle,
Terrible confusion prevailed on
board, The Captain stood with a
revolver in his hand, but he was
unable to keep order. 'The pas-
sengers and crew were fighting for
their lives, The boats were lower-
ed and filled to the gunwales, but
they coulid not accommodate half
the people. Those who were so
furtunate as to seenre places in
them were obliged to keep off the
others with knives. The Gijon
sank bow first. The quarter deck
was erowded with men and women,
the eaptain and ofticers standing on
the bridge. It is estimated that
130 persons perished.
