JUDGE BOND SHARPLY.

HE THINKS WIS ACTION IN THE
ROYALL CASE THE MOST FLA-
GRANT USURPATION OF AUTHOR-
ITY, AND PAVORS HIS IMPRACH-
MENT Y CONGEBS.

[Special to the Richmond Whig. ]

Wasumvaron, D, O, April T—
The alleged usarpation of Judge
Boud in overriding the action of
the State authorities and releas-
ing, by writ of habeas corpus, Wm,
L. Royall, Faq, has occasioned
some excitement in political circles
ere.

Senator Riddleberger, who has
been in the city for a week or more,
bas been awaiting, with a good
deal of ferveat solicitude, the de-
eision of Jade Bond in the case.
To & Whig reporter he said to-
day, after carefully reading the full
text of the decision:

I regard it as the most fagrant,
violent, and wicked usurpation of
power kgown to this country, of
even to that of England, within the
last half century.

In the first place, Judge Bond
had no power or anthority to Issue
the writ ot habeas corpus, which
took Wm. L, Royall from the cus-
tody of the State authorities and
placed lam in that of the United
States Marshall, The writ of ha-
beas corpus does not run from the
Unitedl States courts to those of
the State in such cases, nor viee
reraa,

The ssuance of this writ was
Bond’s first wsurpation, and in my
opinion, the Judge of tue Tlusting
Court of Richmond sbonld haye
had Royall rearrested and recon-
fined, and thos the issne could then
bave bave been made 1 i
possibly This habeas -corpus  writ
was mistakenly considered by the
Htate anthorities as preliminary
only, that Judge Bond might have
time, a8 he asked, to consider the
question of jorisdiction. Those
jadges and lawyers who were de-
ceived then have the decision now
before them.

I never doubted from the first

Mr. Royall had an information
filed against lim for intimidating
grand jurors of the State. For this
offence he was convicted and sen
tenced to pay a fine of #1560, in de-
tanlt of payment he was sent to jail
in strict conformity with law not
elaimed to be unconstitutional.
