SEVERE HAIL STORM.

Baltimore was visited last Sun¬
day evening about 4 o'clock by the
worst hailstorm that has ever seen
here. The hail was accompanied
by a high wind, heavy rain and
thunder and lightning. The hail¬
stones were perfectly enormous,
many ot them being as large as
hen's eggs, and some of them as

large as a man's fist. Thej did a

great amount of damaged, smash
ing windows in all parts of the city
by the thousands, driving horses
wild with tear and pain and fright
eiiing people out ot their wits.
Many runaways occurred. Some
h«n.ses and carnages were abandon¬
ed in the streets, tbeir owners leav¬
ing them to seek shelter. In a
number of churches sorv ceh were
broken up, and there was almost a

panic. Tins was uotably the case
at St. Patrick's Catholic Church,
where a great crowd was present
to see the Cardinal. While the
damage was extensive being esti
mated $100,000, there was, as far
as reported, no loss of life, though
thee were several narrow escapes.
