Mr. White presented a revolver to his
head and with the assistance of Mr.

jail. Mr. White carried him in irons to
Chtistiansbnrg, tbe eonnty seal of Mont¬
gomery, next day, where he was indicted
for the ollense. Tbe thief turned out to
be Robert II. Hogan.wbo was eouvieted
in Roanoke county in 1887 for horse
stealing and sent to the penitentiary for
six years. He was convicted again m
Bedford county October 17th, 1873, on

tbe came charge and on varions count*
was sent to the penitentiary for fifty-four
ycais« He served sixteen years of this
sentence, and for good behavior and
teaming reformation of character, backed
up by the potitiou of some of Richmond's
kind-hearted missionary ladies, he was

pardoned by Governor Lee. The circum¬
stances ko to show that Hogan has been
playing his old trade from the time nf
his reléate, and was the leader of a pestif-
crona I'-ing of horse thieves.

ford City at the time of the arrest says
that Hogan has been preaching as an

evangelist throughout the counties named,
and held services at a country church in
Bedford county the day following the
theft of tbe

prison laal igbt, but declined tossy any¬
thing aboot him further than te> give the
report r his prison record from the book
kept for that purpose, for the reas m that
anything said about him now might
prejndioa his trial surely to take place at
an early day."
