straw bedding. Dryness and clean
quarters are more beneficial to sheep than
medicine.

Old-Fashioned Pumpkin Pie.One
quart steamed pumpkin, two ogg«, one

«juart of milk, one teaspoonful of ginger,
one of «alt, one of cinnareon, a little
flour, one cup of s-ng-tr, une cup of
molasse*. Makes three pie».

Steamed Pudding.Two eggs; sugar,
one cup, sour milk, one cup; «-tleratus,
oue-half teaspoonful, a littU salt: dried
whortleberries, currant«, iai»iu. «r other

fruH, one cup; flour enough to make H
thicker than for cake; put in a two-

quart basin anil set it in the steamer and
steam an hour ami » half, an«! it -will

probably crack open on tho back; if

not, try nj»ain. It is worth the trouble,
especially if you have plenty of sweet

cream.

Boiled Crabs.Have a large pot of
water strongly salted, let it boil hard,
put iu your crabs and boil them for

twenty miuutes. If the water should

cease boiling the crabs will be wattry.
Take them out, break off the «laws, wipe
the shells very clean, also the large
claws. When cold, place them aa B

dish with the large «daws around it.

The claws should be cracke«! before they
art- seut to the table. The small ones

arc not generally eaten.

Indians Doomsd.

Chief Lot, of the Lower Spokane.,
¦ivas the following causes of the decline

of his race: Our people are accustomed
to a diet ol fish, game and herb}, with

plenty of exercise, and the chango to

our present diet has been detrimental to

the health of our young men. The ma¬

jority are now attacked with pulmonary
consumpt'on and the race is gradually
tlying out. I believe that if schools
were established in our country where

physiological and sanitary laws could
be taught, an immense improvement in
the physical conditions of the Indians
would result. The young men have
attended the Chemawa school, but the

change from «he mountainous to the low
land has been fatal to them. We want

schools in our own territory, anil both
the loyalty and the health of the Indians
would be increased.

«.It is sad," continued the chief,
speaking impressively and emphasizing
his words with emphatic gestures, "to
look upon the apparently healthy men

standing around me, and tl.en to think
of my people declining in health and
strength and dying prematurely. 1 ac¬

count for this by the fact that these meu
are educated, and their knowledge of

physiological laws enables then »o pro¬
long life, while illness of our people
means death. The Indians yvh»: choose
agricultural pursuits as a ma le of living
are doing well, and will iinprjr*: when

they understand it thoroughly. I am a

fanner, a* are the majority of my tribe.

Fish in All Ssas.
It has been thought that the Dead

Sea was destitute of tish, as beug too

«all t.i permit o( aaimal life. Tho Dead
Si-a. which in reality i« n landlocked
lake, contain« twenty-si-« per cent, of
salifie matter, o» more th-iu eight Limes
as luuca as that foufl I in t';ic occti-. It

has, however, been <1 i-s<_ »rere.1 that in
the Dead Sea, as in other salt lakes, fish
exist in the neighborhood of the inflow¬

ing streams, which supply the place of
the water lost by evaporation. 11 con¬

sequence of this discovery (he l.'nited
State« Fish Commissioners tua le arrange¬
ments lor placing in the Great Salt
Lake,at Utah, upward of a million yotiag
shad near the inflowing tributarics,wherc
the water is comparatively fresh. Tlics«.
streams reduce the density of the lake foi
a considerable distance from their
mouths so that the shad.it is considere«!,
may select at their own free will the

quality of salt watet they prefer, while
using the tributan«-; for tho spawning
season. The waters ot the Peariiaa Lake,
I'rumiyah, which is eighty-four miles

long and twenty-four miles wide, are

much salter than those of the Dead Sea,
and yet, even in that lake, exclusively
salt as it is, a small »pecies of jelly fish

A Níw lumber-Drier.
A new lumber- Irie; aims to provide an

apparatus that is both simple and effec¬
tive and that will supply heat in such a

manner as to penetrate the pores of the
lumber, drying the same rapidly and
perfectly. The casing or housiug of the
drier is of rectangular form and provided
with a deer. A grating a short distance
above th<» floor of the house supports the
lower end of the lumber. The grating
«.onsists of a series of horizontal parallel
metallic bars extending the whole length
of the casing and supported by trans
ver*»» bars secured ia the si le of the
casing. Between the ban nod the loot
of the apparatus is a cham »er iu which
are placed heating pipes or a heater for

supplying the drier. Heated air msy be
used and supplied from a furnace 01

other source, the pipes being 'H-rforated
ob their upper sines to allow the t-st-ape
of the hot air into the drier.. ChicagS

Amid the rocks- high u'i on the mountain,

shelving, here and there a loosene»d stons
rolling down the steep sides ahead of Hun,
until He gets in a level place, so that He can
be approached without climbing from «II
sides.

level, easy to get at, no aseending, no de-
vending, approachable from all sides.
Christ on tbe plain. 1 heipiestion among all
eonseerated people to-day is. What I« the
matter with tbe ministers:- Mirny of them
are engaged in picking holes in the Riblt» an«l
apologizing for this and apologizing for
that. In an age when the whole tendency is
to pay too little reverence to tha Bible, they
are fighting against Bibliolatry. or too much
reverence for the Bible.

ited express rail train. What a theological
farce it is: ministers fightin' against too
much reverence for the Scriptures; ministers
making apology for the Scriptures; ministers
pretending to be triends of the Bible, yet
loing the Book more damage than all tlu-
hlatant infidels on all the earth. The trouble
is our theologians are Ui in the mountain
in a fight above the clouds about things
which they do not understand. Come down
on the plain and stand besida Christ, who
never preached a technicality or a didacti¬
cism. What do you. O wise headed ecclesi¬
astic, know about the decrees of O-oI'- Who
cares a fig about your sublapsarianism or
