“Which way?"' I inquired. *I will
ghow you," said Mr, Lee. Again wo
took eonts in the carriage and started for
tho climax of desperation and diabolism,
Now we are on the way to a summor
bouse, called the assembly rooms,
which hiad been built for recreation and
pleasure. It lind two rooms, each 20 by
10, and some windowless closets, and
bere were imprisoned 200 belpless poeo- |
ple. It was to bocome the prison of |
theso women and children. Some of |
theso sepoys got permission of Nana |
Sahib to take one or more of these la- |
dies to their own place on the promiso |
they should be brought back to the sum- |
mer garden next morning. <A doughter |
of Genoral Wheeler was so taken and |
did not return.  She afterward marriod |
the Mohammedan who had taken hor
to his tent. Some sepuys amused them- |
selves by thrusting children through |
with bayonets and bolding them up be- |
fore their mothers in the summer house. |
All the doors closed and the sopoys
standing guard, the crowded wummi
and children waited thelr doom for 18 |
days and nights amid sickness and fies
and stench and starvation.

Then Nana Sahib heard that Have- |
lock was coming, and his name was a
terror to the sepoys. Lest tho women
and children imprisoned in the snmmer
house, or assembly rooms, ghonld be lib.
erated, ho ordered that their throats
should be out. The officers were coni-
manded to do the work and attempted
it, but failed beeause the law of casto
would not allow the Hindoo to hold the
victims while they wero being slain.
Then 100 men were ordered fo firo
through the windows, bnt they flred
over the heads of the imprisoned ones,
and only o few were killed. Then Nana |
8ahib was in n rage and ordered pro-
fessional butehers from amang the low-
est of the gypsies o go ab the work.
Five of them, with hatchets and swords |
and knives, bogan the work, but threo
of them collapsed and fainted under the |
ghastliness, and it was left to two
butchers to complete the slanghter.
The stroggle, the sharp cut, the blind- |
fug blow, the cleaving through sealp |
and skull, the begging for life, the |
duath agony of hour nfter hour, the
tangled limbs of the corpses, the piled
ap dend—only God and those who were
inside the summer house can 6ver know.

The butchers came ount exhausted,
thinking they had done their work, and
the doors were closed, but when they |
were again opened throe womoen and
three boys wers still alive. All theso
were soon dispatehed, and not a Chris-
tian or a European was left in Cawn-
The murderers wero paid 50 cents
for each lady slain, The Mobammedan
