FIRST PATRIOT KILLED.

Diary of th« Daughter of John Hicks Dis¬
covered In Minneapolis.

There lives today iu this city a grand¬
son of John Hicks, the first man killed
in thn war of the Revolution, and one «if
the first minute nieu awiikened fnrm his
Bleep by the warning given by Paul Re¬
vere on the night of the latter'« famous
ride. This grandson of John Hicks,
George Pieroe Hicks, lives with hin son-

in-law, Holman R. Drew, at Uirarrl and
Summit avenues, and is now in hi«
eighty-eighth year, though «till erect
and in full possession of all his facul¬
ties. A reportar called on Mr. Hicka and
found him a very pleasant, white haired
old gentleman, who wai pleased to givo
the reporter all th. information ho
oonld. He prodnoed a voluminous diary,
kept by his mother, and which contained
much information of value concerning
tbe timei immediately succeeding the
great war. At one point in the diary tho
cimiiis'titui of Mr. Hicks' grandfather,
John Hicks, with the incident of Paul
Rev«-re s rido in related. The Hicks cf
Revolutionary times was on. of rhe first
minute men to be awakened by that fa¬
mous messenger. With the others be
«prang into his clothes, took np his gnn
and ran to guard the Iiridg«« at Lexing¬
ton. He was the first man killed and il
none other than the person imimirtali/'-il
by Longfellow in his poeni, "Paul Re¬
st ra'i Ride," thn«!

Zacuriali Hicks was a sen of that John
Hicks and anuncio to the ¡irc-eir
Hick«. At the time of tin* breaking cur

of tho Revoluti« n ho was just 18 yean
old He, roo, took up anna with toa
revolutionist» and did valiant service

for hi« conutry. Bo also fought at the
famous battle of Lexinglon, whom hi«
father died. Ho was afterward promoted
to the ooaitirm if marshal an«l entered
Boston wiili Qeneral Washington, whin
the gnat leader was csi orted into that

city in 1789.
An interesting historical nota il made

to the effect that Riviio was a copper
foander, and in tho icrapbook, supple¬
mentary to the diary, is a re] roduction
of a newspaper cal made bj Bert re, rep-
resenting Iba massacre of the patrioti in
Boston by the British soldiers in 1770,
It is a very creditable piece of work,
