I think my Government
is willing to supply you with arms
and ammunition,

Filipino-We are very thankful to
you for this new generosity of the
Amenean  people, and you may be
sure that we are roady to fight st
your side for the independence of
the Plilippmes, even without arms,
as we have done during the recent
revolation, _

Admiral Dewey-America is rich
in every respeet; she has territories
sparsely inbabited. Besides, our Con
stitution preveats ‘“‘territory expan-
gion” ontside of Ameriea, therctore
the Filipinos may be sure of the'r
ind pendence and not a bit of their
land shall be taken from them.
