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Rich Men's Fuuerals,

When o rich wan dies, his death as-
sumes an fmportance in dollars and
conts which to the man who lives al
his ite with the prospect of being laid
away for Lis long sleep at a cost of
not over £100 seets enormous.  Though
the millionaire eannot take his wealth
beyond the grave, he frequently takes
a considerable amount inside the doors
of the tomb, The coffin in which Ll
Hung Chang was buried recently was
one which that wily old diplomat had
had made to suit his fancy and had
ecarried around with him for many
years. It was beautifully ornamented
with gold and precious stones and was
valued at $65000, The widow of a
millionaire named Hilller lavished $20,-
00 on the coffin in which she buried
the body of her husband. The coffin
was of exquisitely carved mahogany
profusely ornamented with solid gold
and lined with rare silk which cost
855 a yard. Nearly all milllonalres
spend great sums upon the mausole-
ums where they and thelr family are
to rest at lust. The great Mackay and
Vanderbilt mausolenms are examples
of this, and Senator Clark of Montana
has built bim a tomb the cost of which
Is sald to have been £175,000.—New
York I'ress.

Tt may be of interest to point out at
this time that the most expensive cor-
anation on record was that of the pres-
ent czar of Russia. Upward of $15,-
000,000 was spent by the government
alone and fully another £3,000,000 by
the public authorities of various Rus-
glan towns. 'The representatives of
other powers vied with each other in
lavish outlays, and, counting the sums
gpent by other persons, the coronation
of Nicholas 1L cannot have cost much
less than §235,000,000,

The coronation of Czar Nicholas L
was nlso a very expensive affair. The
then Duke of Devonshire was the Brit-
{sh representative, and he spent fully
$150,000 of his own money in connec-
tlon with it. The coronation of George
1V. wag the most expensive In English
annals, and this cost only $12,500,000.
Of this amount $125,000 was expended
on the coronation robe and $225,000 on
the crown.

The cost of the coronation of George
111. did not amount to bhalf that of the
coronation of George 1V, The whole
cost of the coronation of Willlam IV.

There I8 one exceedingly disagree-
able habit into which some people fall
without seeming to notice it.

Howev-
er good naturedly one seems to take It,
it Is almost certain to leave a sting;
there is a wound that hurts, Struggle
agalnst It as one will, there will often
be an Impression carried that somwe
part of it is meant In earnest,

Too often do all of us wound the
feelings of others by carelessness In
gpecch. We eannot too earefully guard
ourselves against the nngging habit,
It rasps and wears out the best of dis-
positions.  Let us endeavor ever to
make our speech Kindly when
obliged to find fault, “A blow with a
word strikes deeper than a blow with
a sword,” We shall never err by
speanking too kindly. These naggers are
often kind at heart and would not will
ingly wound another, They have form-
ed the habit unconsciously and are not
aware of how frequently they indulge
In that kind of talk, It does not occur
to them that any one may take a fur-
ther meaning than they have meant
or that any part of it will be taken se-
riously.

The nngging habit is the real reason
why some women find it difficult to re-
tain servants. It is for the sharpness
of thelr tongues that some really ex-
cellent people are avolded and disliky
in society.

THE ARK OF NOAH.

act Description of It

A remarkable discovery been

made in the British moseum during the
slow course of deciphering the cunei-
form inseriptions on earthern tablets
found in the ruins of the library
Asurbanipal the Magnificent, king of
Assyria fromn Go8 to 626 before the day
of ('Lirist.
The new find Is that of a talblet that
tells In details of Noal's ark, giving
exict dimensions and enumerating the
animals that were cirried on it to Bave
them from the deluge,

The ancient record, predating even
the anecient Asurbanipal's reign by no
one knows how many centuries, treais
the matter not as legend, but as his
tory.

According to the dimensions given in
the record, the hull of the ark was al-
most exactly twice ng long and more
than ten times as wide as the Oceanic

has

the world today. Either of the two

times a8 high as that.

So great was this deckhouse that
waither the Oceanie nor Celtic could ae-
commodate it on their hulls, for it
alone was 400 feet longer than either
of these ships are over all.

The description of the ark as given
in the tablets depicts it as baving been
g2 huge houseboat in form. Thus the
present and common conception of
what its appearance was Is ldentieal
with that conveyed by the old record.

According to the figures given in the
tablet, the ark would have drawn so
mach water that she never could enter
New York hartor, even in the highest
tide, when there are thirty-six feet of
water clear. This fact serves to give
& graphic conception of what the ex-
tent of the deluge must have been,

The tablet, after giving the dimen-
slons of the ark, goes on to describe
the arrangement of the deckhouse.
Ther: was ample room on each side
of the deckhouse for moving about, a
space 17.20 feet wide having been left
vn each side of the craft between the
deckhouse and the gunwale of the ark.
At each end was a great deck, where
the inmates rested during the day.
One may suppose these two decks were
similar in purpose, if not in form. to
the promenade decks on the modern
liners,

The work of deciphering the inscrip-
tion has not bee¢n compieted, and only
a partial list of the anlmals that were
carried has been made out as yet. The
inscription, as far as read, enumerates
in the order given dromedaries, cai-
els, oxen, mules, asses, sheep, goats,
antelopes and rabbits as the mammals
that were carried. Doves head the list
of birds, then follow swallows and ra-
vens.

All this agrees with the account of
the building and voyage of the ark as
given in the Bible except the order in
which the birds are named.—Washing-
ton Post.
