Such fruitis likely to
have rays of discoloration extending
from the pit outward and is often in-
sipid or even bitter to the taste. A
well defined case asually shows a
bushy growth of slender, wiry twigs at
the base of the limbs, and they often
form late in the season after of! r
growth has ceased.
