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DRY WOODSTOCK.

After next Saturday, Wood¬
stock will take its *place among

the Dry towns. With the excep¬
tion of several months over a

half century ago, this town has
never been without bar-rooms.
Whether the closing of the bars
will have the good effect which
the active anti-saloon people ex¬

pect is a question which the fu¬
ture will decide. Among those
who voted the dry ticket are

some who regard it as an ex¬

periment. The reports from
towns which have no bars are

contradictory. Some claim that
they can see a wonderful improve¬
ment, while others assert that
more liquor is used than when
the bars were open. Much de¬

pends upon public sentiment.
Unfortunately tor Woodstock,
public sentiment upon this ques¬
tion seems to be about equally
divided. Whether the town will
be benefitted by the change de¬
pends upon the enforcement of
the law, the provisions of which
teem to bc ample. If low grade
liquors should be carried about
and sold by irresponsible parties,
the condition of the town will be
worse that when we had licensed
saloons. If. on the other hand,
the anti-saloon people be vigilant
in detecting the violation of the
law and promptly prosecute the:

guilty parties, we will have less
drunkenness and the community
will soon enjoy the advantages
of living in a strictly temperance,
town.
One of the good features of the

changed condition is that the

pernicious habit of treating will
be checked, if not altogether de¬
stroyed.

In avert enterprise, from which
men expect to make money, they
are always on the look out for
new customers, without which
factories could not be run. The
whisky manufacturers cannot
succeed without patronage. One
of the saddest features of the
business is that there must b.
men to take the places of the
thousauds that annually fill
drunkards' graves. Recruits are

just as necessary for the business
as they are for the armies which
are often decimated by the ene-

mv. From what source do the
whisky men expect to obtain
their recruits? From the young
men.so often noble, good heart¬
ed fellows.who are enticed into
bar rooms and there contract
habits which will enrich the
whisky men and impoverish and
ruin them.

Ir has been said that some men

who were in the habit of reeling
upon our streets and loafing, in
a maudlin condition, about the
hotels, have threatened to leave
tae town, if the saloons should
be closed. These parties could
well adopt the language of the
Botany Bay prisoners, and sing:

"True patriots we,
For be it understood,

We left our country,
For our country's good."

STONEWALL DISTRICT NEXT.

The Anti-Saloon League has
succeeded in closing every saloon
in Shenandoah countv, and but
one distillery remains in the
county where at one time scores

of them flurished.
Woodstock or the surrounding

country will not reap the benefit
of a "dry town*' so long as the
"Still House" situated in Stone¬
wall district a few miles North
of town continues to dispense
the favorite "bug juice" at $2
per gallon.

If we are to have a "dry town"
make it DRY, and don't have
women peddling apple brandy
around town in fruit jars.

Let the anti-whisky people
of Stonewall finish the job.
