If Butt
had received justice according to
the amount he stole and Da-
shiell's sentence, he should have
been sent up for 428 years, 10
months, 1 day, 23 hours and
23 minutes.

INTHE VIRGINIA LEGISLATURE.

The The Byrd liquor law, as amend-
ed, was heard in the Senate as the
special order. The bill was adopted
with only five dissenting voices. The
passage of the bill was immediately
communicated to the House, which
concurred in the action of the Senate.

Any person who informs on any per-
son in Virginia who sells intoxicants
illegally will, if the person so selling
is convicted, receive half the fines in
the case, A billto thiseflect passed
the House.

The time linit of the general assem-
bly is Saturday of next week. Itis
not expected that the body will be in
session right up to the midnight hour,
It is not expected that the legislature
will really adjourn before the week
following. After March 7 the nembers
will serve without pay.

The House passed a resolution re-
questing the State board of education
at its nextselection of school books,
to select for use in the public schools
of the State a standard single list pre-
ferring those books at present most
largely used in the schools of the
State, wherever such books are satis-
factory. ?

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65 CHILDREN BURNED TO
DEATH IN SCHOOL FIRE.

gd jammed up

today killed by fire, by smoke or be-
neath the grinding heels of their pan-
ic-stricken playmates. One teacher
died with them and another may die.
The tragedy occurred this morning
in the public school of North Collin-
wood, 10 miles east of this city. At
10 P. M. 165 corpses were in the
morgue at Collinwood, six children
were still unaccounted for and all the
hospitals and houses for two miles
around contained numbers of chil-
dren, some fatally and many less ser-
iously injured.

All the victims were between 6 and
15 years old. The school contained
between 310 and 325 pupils, and of
this entire number only about 80 are
known to have left the building un-
hurt. It will be several days before
the exact number of killed is known,
as the ruins may still contain bodies,
and the list of fatalities may be in-
cceased by a number of deaths among
the children who are lying in the hos-
pitals, hovering between life and
death.

The school house was of brick, two
stories and an attic in height. The
number of pupils was more than nor-
mally large, and the smaller children
had been placed in the upper part of
the building. There were two stair-
ways, one leading to a door in front
and the other to a door in the rear.
Both of these doors opened inward,
and it is asserted that the rear door
was locked as well.
