Washington, Marck 9.—The colored

" the Rio Grande. the Army and Navy
Journal says: s

“Owing to many complaints againsi
gome of the colored soldiers of the
Tweunty-fourth U. S. Infantry by citi-
sens of Sacket Harbor, N. Y., Colonal
W m. Paulding, commanding the regi-
ment which is on duty at Madison Bar-
racks, issued an order on February
97 forbidding the enlisted men from
entering that village without first hav.
ing secured a pass. A reward of 100
has been raised by the members of the
regiment for the capture of the assail-
ant of Edith Gambley, providing he
proves to be a member of the regiment.
The self-respecting men of the Twenty-
fourth are anxious, it is said, to sid
in bringing to justice any man guilty
of assault or other crimes. Miss Gam-
bley was brutally attacked recently by
a colored man in a soldier’s unitorm,
and alleged to be a member of the
Twent_\--fburt.h Infantry. Other women
have heen held up, it is said, and the
citizens have become so incensed over
the situation that the men of the vil-
lage organized a vigilance committee
to protecs themselyes and families.

“Private Philip Allsbury, of Co. B,
Twenty-fourth Iofantry, was captured
by Wm. Briil, Jr., a citizen, on Feb.
23, and was taken to ‘atertown and

was arraigned on the charge of at-
tempted burglary in the second degree.

“For the last two weeks women liv-
ing on the outskirts of the town, it is
claimed, have been kept in a constart
state of terror on account of negro
soldlers peeping in windows, trying

doors and demanding admittance.

Complaint was made by citizens to the

War Pepartment.”’

Damage Was Widespread.

Hot Springs, Ark., March 9.—A
terriffe electric acd rain storm swept
over this section yesterday afternoon.
It drenched the country with a flood
from the mountain side, and did
damage to cellars and stock in lower
stories. The lightning swept close to
the earth and drove people ioto
shelter, but did not strike near the
city.

The tornado crossed the Arkansas
river at Fourche Dam and raised a
spoat of water about 200 feet high. It
traveled toward the northeast and
swept a clean path about 60 yards
wide. The tornado was followed by
a violent hail and rain storm, which
kept up throughout the night.

—Heavy
and continued rains have wrought
great Camage here, and tonight the
situation is serious.

Several houses in North Montgom-
ery have been abandoned and the in-
mates carried to places of safety in
boats.

The Grand Theatre, a handsome
new structure, is flooded and the dam-
age will be heavy. Water rushed
through the streets toward the river
with a tremendous current tonight. In
the business quarter, Dexter avenue
was a wide creek.

The Weather Bureau estimates the
rainfall, which ceased tonight, to be
5% inches in as many hours.

CYCLONE HITS GEORGIA.

Cuthbert, Ga., March 9.—The north-
wegtern section of Cuthbert was strnck
by a cylone tonight and almost totally
destroyed. Many buildings are in
ruins.

One man was killed and probably
many persons have been injured.

About 30 loaded freight cars were
destroyed.

Washington, Marca 5.- -1f the plans
of the leaders in the Senate and Hovse
are carvied out, yesterday was the
last March 4th upon which a Pres-
ident of the United States will be in-
augurated. The leaders were emphatic
in their statements yesterday that the
inaugural date should be later in the
year, the lust part of April or about
the first of May and it is understood
that a bill will be introduced in the
next regular session of Congress pro-
viding for the echange. It is said it
will be put through without much op-
position.
