RAILWAY 8IGNAL SCHOOLS.

Apprentices Take Three Year Cc :e

in Block Signals.
The Pennsylvania Railroad bal

tablished signal schools on the- ul*
visions of Its line east of Pitts:-li
train men for the signal service of
the system. This ls due, says the
Bookkeeper, to the rapid growth of
block signaling which ts in use along
these lines. There are some I
signals east of Pittsburg, covering
2,3H." miles of road.
The railroad has appointed six sig¬

nal apprentices who will be trained as

engineers to direct and plan signal
Installations. Apprentices in these
Schools will serve a thn>e years'
course. The first, year will be gUen
to mechanical work with the repair
and construction gangs, the second
year will find them in the office o'

supervisor of signals, and the third
year will be devoted to outside work
on electric and electro-pneumatic ap¬
pliances.

Heside this consldera*
ion. the younger chicks are robbed
iy the older ones, and thus prevented
rom thriving as they should.

If the combs of hens turn pale,
bange the feed and give them good
entilation. Also give them out of
ioor exercise.
Sort your eggs well before market-

ng. Wash dirty eggs. A few dirty
ggs will spoil the looks of a whole
latch. K*gs that have been shipped
iy express should not be net until
hey have rested a day.

Fresh Air for Chicks.
Raise your chicks outdoors at all

easons of the year; give them every
opportunity to get fresh air and sun-

hine. Keep them In small flo ks un-

ll they roost regularly. Keep the
oofs of all brooders and coops water

Ight. Dampness ls fatal to chicken*,
lld or young. If coops leak, cover with
ar roofing or canvas painted with sev-

iral coats of white lead.
