daughter of the head Winnibuno chief,
Dai.tlv," whoso foot and leg were so liailty

injurel by the cais at La Crosse, occurred
at Tunnel City ou Tuesduy. Her camp
was pitched under a tree on the little hill-

top close by tho village i n the south. Mor-

tification began to spread rapidly in the lore- -

uoon of tho day, when alio gave np hope t l

recovery. Soon after, w ith tho most mourn
ful cadence, she commenced chanting her
oealh song. The plaintive notes couiu oe
heard clearly by the villagers below, anil
tho news passed rapidly from house to house
that llie dcitghter of llie chief was dying.
Indians Hoiked up the hill and tilled her
wigwam. Lor stiengtb still remained, and
tl.e raised lurseil npi n her eioow. sno
shook hands with all, kissed ln r childreu
aud her nurse, who had a. ten. led her so
faithfully. As mortification extended to
her vilals, her last moments were without
pain.
